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Abstract

The research is aimed to study estimating function of non-oil exports in
Sudan and knowledge of the factors affecting the non-oil exports in Sudan
(1992-2013) and review of the climate and the volume of non-oil exports.

The researcher descriptive approach in the theory and econometric approach
in the side analytical. The research examines non-oil products export. It is
based on statistical approach and the variable model is used to explain the
impact of independent variables exchange rate, import, investment and gross
domestic product on dependent variables including non-oil export.

The importance of research in highlighting the role played by non-oil
exports considered as the most important variable in the rates of economic
growth inside that’s study aims to analyze the effect of the independent
variables

The most important hypotheses indicate that there is a significant statistical
opposite relationship between the imports and non-oil exports. There is a
significant statistical positive relationship between the exchange rate, gross
domestic product, investment and non-oil exports .Also investment is an
indirect effect specifically on non-oil export.

The most important pointed of the analysis results confirmed the progressive
relationship between the non-oil exports and independent variables exchange



rate, gross domestic product and investment. This result is consistent with
the economic theory .And that the best function represents non-oil exports in
Sudan are Quadratic function.

As for the recommendations, the most important one is to increase the
percentage of banking finance for non-oil export and reduce imposed tax,
fees and charges on non-oil exports sector.
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
