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Abstract :
Study aimed to find out the factors affecting the academic

achievement of the students of the school complex Goz- Alnaga
Basis ( Boys- Girls) after the data collection by questionnaire .
Using the method of factor analysis, to see trough the factors
affecting the results of the study concluded that the most
important variables are :

Family in material terms, the number of daily hours of study,
the number of rooms in the house, do the tuition barrier for
students, success rate, ranking among the male family members,
sex, ranking among the female members of the family, number
of family members male, income by Sudanese pounds , the
educational level of the father .

The least important variables on academic achievement are :
place of residence, subjects taught, do you work beside the study
, the number of daily meals, is there a sort of teachers for
students.

The study recommended the attention of parents and the
psychological aspect of creating the right atmosphere, which
helps student achievement , and the interest of mothers allocate
time to follow up their children in the study and the creation of a

strong relationship between the family and the school .
