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Abstract:

This research tackles the morphological structure in Annabiga
Athubiani poetic collection 'its forms and semanticity". This
morphological structure is studied in morphology as being derivative or
non-derivative. Non-derivative in nouns and derivative in verbs. If it is a
noun it comes infinitive or non-infinitive — singular or plural — male or
female. If it is a verb it comes infinitive or non-infinitive — transitive or
intransitive — active or passive. So it is a key to explain linguistic context,
in addition to grammatical structure. Every morphological structure
conveys certain meaning in spoken context. The most important
objectives to realize are: explaining the importance of morphological
structure in morphology and its description, besides determining the parts
of morphology. The researcher followed the descriptive method with the

analytical tool. Some of the results that the researcher come up with are:
- In some morphological structures meaning is known through context in
a poetic line and this indicates the importance of studying structure in a
linguistic context.
- Annabiga Athubiani poetic collection includes 10 morphological
structures for the infinitive noun of three letters from the total number
(12) as mentioned by the grammarians. The two neglected structures are:
"feol" and "foel".
- The structure of "faal" comes as gerund with two meanings : " ailment
and tenderness". These two meanings are not mentioned by the
grammarians".
- Morphological structures replace themselves as being subject of the
passive instead of "mofeil' in the passive participle.
The researcher recommends investigating the morphological phenomena
in Annabiga Athubiani poetic collection such as: substitution,
assimilation and tilting as being the recurring phenomena.
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
