Text Organization:

The translator has tried to keep the original text - the structure is divided into

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This book consists of five studies, which were written in
different periods between: 1981 — 1983, and they were presented in
four symposiums, while the fifth was (entitled “co-existence of
twocommunities’”)and was published in Al-Mustagbal Al-Arabi
magazine.

Despite the fact that these studies werewritten in different
periods and were presented in different symposia, andalthough each
of them dealt with specific issue, they may all come as five sequence
chapterswhich can be read as one whole. The first chapterconstitutes
an introduction to the historical aspect related to thecolonial struggle
of the European Civilization in orderto dominate the peoples of the

Islamic nation, in particular the Arab people.

Irrespective of its historical nature, the significance of this
chapter may stem from the fact that the current conflict witnessed
today in different fields — particularly in the field of development-is
no more thancontinuation of that historicalstruggle. For instance, the
advanced world has been imposing a siege on science and technology
for at least two continue now on these nations. This is part of the

historic military siege.

In addition, the global injustice represented in the current global

economic system is the legitimate child of the First World War, which



enabled the armed forces of the Western civilization to destroy the

state of Islamic Caliph, in general, and the Islamic world in particular.

The first chapter deals with the attitude of the external colonial
towards the Islamic states,and it represents a prelude to the second
chapter. This secondchapterconsiders the separation of Islamic
societies, especially the attempts to divide the Arab community, into
two communities who live under one roof; the first grows under
control of the Western cultural, economic and political life, while the

second follows the pattern of the historical Islamic community.

This chapter reflects some aspects of the outcomes resulting
from the process of international power which achieved by the armed
forces;specialty over the world.This seems in some parts similar to the
conflict in one society between two civilizations who live under one
roof. The third chapter sheds light on problems arising from the

control of Western civilization of the world.

The fourth chapter addresses the civilization problem in the
strategy of development and transfer of technology and science. It is a
problem whose dimensions can be grasped by reading the previous
three chapters, since the dimensions of the development are not
addressed in the same way followed now by those who take over
responsibility of development in Islamic countries, especially the
Arab countries. The problem is not a political independence or a
technical one, whichis related to the administration, nor a

manufacturing technology of science,it is not an economic or a



capitalist system problem. Moreover, it is not a socialist, or a feudalist

agrarian reform. These are some parts of the problem.

It is true to say that after three decades of experiences there is
hard evidence that these practices did nothing other than making the
dilemma go from bad to worse. This has been observed in various
regimes and at an international scale.These practices have resulted in
a deformed a sort of development and have worsened thesituation

more than ever.

For this reason,any attemptto rectify the problem of
development, which full realization of its dimensions, and proper
understanding of its strategies, is deemed to failure, unless there is
recognition the problem of violenceto which the peoples of the world
were subjection to by the West- especially the peoples of Islamic
world. However, suchrealization is in turn not sufficient without

understanding dimension of dominance.

Those who limit the conflict to the concept of imperial
colonialization, constrain it to the military, economic and political
dimensions, mainly in their economicviewand then the military one,
failed to fight colonialism and imperialism. This was because they
did not see the essential dimension of the colonial process, which is
the cultural and civilization of dimension. So it is not just the
domination of military force on the country, nor just control of the
octopus of multinational companies over the global economy, nor

just a shortcut of the cultural dominance through the propaganda



"Jeans and Coca-Cola,". Rather there is a more comprehensive
dominating process, although those aspects are implied in this
dominance with a prestigious place inside it. It is the dominance of
civilization, which imposes specific civilizationon the worldand
makes the civilization components transferred to other peoples as

objective and subjective complements for thatdominance.

It is dominancethat intervenes into the community and divides
the peoples of Islam and Arabs into two opposing civilized
communities.it 1s not merely forms of an economic class or rules
regime. Thus, it makes a social interior patchfor dependency, which is
consists of thousands, then hundreds of thousands, then millions of
people, through smashing the basis of their components of dogma -
civilization - culture and annex them to the Western civilization.It
also does through smashing the physical production basis and the
historical tradition work, and replaces them with new patterns under
the industrialization slogans, modernization and development. This
will paralyze the spiritual and physical ability of the people. Then
they were become in a hybrid state unable to get rid of dependency,
subordination and salvation. Those who were breathed with relief for
the leaving ofthe forces of direct colonialism, or those who were
liquidated the foreign colonial companies, which had special
privileges, performed an agricultural reform. They have expanded
nationalization, and they have held big deals for the heavy and
medium manufacturing, they have found themselves after twenty or

thirty years, most dependent economically , culturally , politically and
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militarily on the west than the days in which forces of occupation

governed directly their countries.

That was the price paid by the nation due to their
misunderstanding of the dogmatic and cultural dimensions of the
conflict. It is the price of their attachment to the western civilization
in its two patterns, the capitalist and socialist, and for their forsaking
the basis of the dogma and Islam, and destroying the structure of the
original community and its traditions in production, work and social
independence, (the last dimension is the one, which the fifth part will
highlight. Hence, these studies can be organize in five chapters that

support each other between thetwo covers of book.

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Stance of External Powers and theirCourse of Action in

Confronting Islamic Peoples

The external powers, which will be discussed here, are thoseones,
which hadthe intention of invading the Islamic countries, dominating
and keeping them under their rule. The focal point here will be onthe
European powers, which has historically, and in terms of their
continuality, been the most important powersin theconfrontable with

the Islamic peoples in general and the Arab people in particular.

First: Three Premises

When the Islamic state was established on the Arab Peninsula, it
did not represent a local revolution, and did not confine itself within
the limits of the Arabs of those days, but it was a global revolution
and a message to all nations. It is necessary to understand the
movement of the Muslim Arabs and Muslims towards the outside.
Hence, it is necessary from the beginning to identify the following

premises.

1. The Arabs were carried the message of Islam and they were melted
in their universality and their conquests upon which the Islamic
state was build different style from the pattern of imperial one, they
were not established it as the Romanian or Greek Empires. The
central features of the two cases of the Romanian and the Greek
empire and theirgoal to unite the world under a despot, a violent
and marauder center like Rome, Athens and Sparta, i.e., an

attempt to impose Romanian or Greek sovereignty and dominance



on other peoples by slaving, looting and deepening discrimination
between them. So relations were based on violence, tyranny and
looting. It was not possible for Greeks or Romans to unite with
other nations, or establish relationships of unity, justice and
equality with them.However, Arab Muslims, according to tenet of
Islam and its teachings and laws, presented equality, justice and
unity to the peoples they have conquered. That was an
extraordinary model in the history that the strong conqueror
becomes an equal to the conquered people, whom according to law
are considered as vanquished, defeated and were expected to
subject humiliation. This Islamic feature, were allowed Arabs to
become big open people, and the regions where they live are
vaster, extending from the Atlantic Ocean to the Indian Ocean.
Islam did not make the Arabs closed nation, and did not make their
land limited to their initial of origin.

2. The Islamic state was established upon the triumph of the Islam
revolution in the Arab peninsula. It had soon become a global
state, including large parts of the three old continents, with large
numbers of peoples with different languages that who converted to
Islam and became as part of the Islamic nation who believing in
the Quranic verse:
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(O mankind! We have created you from a male and a female, and

made you into nations and tribes, that you may know one another.
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Verily, the most honorable of you with Allah is that (believer) who
has At-Taqwa [1.e. one of the Muttaqun (pious - see V.2:2). Verily,
Allah is All-Knowing, All- Aware).

They also believe in the hadith of prophet Mohammed (Peace be upon
Him) which does not recognize discrimination between Arab and

None Arabs, neither black nor white except by piety.

This valuehas established a special strong relationship among
Islamic people, which was more different from relationship, among
the people of Empires,where a race dominates and enslaves other.
Hence, any attempt to view the relationship between Arabs and other
Islamic peoples outside the special rules by which the global Islamic
state has been characterized would fail in understanding the history of
these peoples whether theywere united or scattered. It wouldalso fail
to understand one of the reasons that the contradiction between the
Islamic people, including the Arabs, and the greedy foreign powers
which was a severe contradiction between those forces and the weak

forces in general, or when those forces were fought each other.

In other words, the Islamic case that characterizes the Arab and
other Islamic peoples has provided an international projectthat is
differ totally from the Empires projects, which aimed to unite the
world under their control by violence and tyranny. If the Islamic State
1s similar to Roman, Greek or other modern colonial Powers, the
conflict of foreign powers would be less severe against Islamic

peoples. Because those powers were afraid of the spread, out of



Islamand feared more by the global model, which was provided by
Islam. It was resulting the international tyrant’s laws games upside

down.

Asocial model was formed in the other Arab and Islamic countries.
This model had its own independence and internal mechanism, which
hasgoverned the laws of conflict and factors of backwardness and

progress or union and scattering.

Therefore, the external power was fought with strong resistance even
after the military defeat of Arab and Muslim countries to accept
surrender and dependency, or meet with a case of non —acceptance of
thefusion into Western civilization, in the way were desired by

external powers.

This Islamic model wasa perfect integrated structure that includes
social, economic and military fields and structures. Therefore, this
was what gave Islam the central axial role in the conflict of external
power against Islamic people. Then the external powerswere
considered the strategic location of the Islamic people in the
word.Hence, they felt their central role to beat Islamin the process, to

achieve colonial sovereignty over the whole world.



Second: The Status of Arabs in Islam

It is possible here, to come to another immediate conclusion. This
conclusion is that it is important to specify the position of the Arab
nation in this restrict. Put simply; as far as Islam is construal, the
Arabs occupy a central positon amongst the peoples of Islamic
Umma. This is due to the distinct historical role of Arabs in carrying
the message of Islam, building its state, and spreading their Call, in
addition to the fact that the Prophet (Peace be upon Him)is one of the
Arabs, and the Holy Quran is in their language. It is also because of
the geographical, human, economic and strategic location of the
Arabfrom theview of Islamic people on one hand and the international

view on the other hand

This made the external power focus its efforts on Islam and the
Islamic nation by intensifying them against the Arab people who are
considered the central struggling link in the conflict against Islam and

against the unity of the Islamic peoples.

So picking this point helps to eliminate the confusion of saying
"Arabs and Muslims" or the attitude of the external power towards
Arabism or Islam. That may be understood as specification rather than
a distinction between two qualitatively different things. For example,
the word Muslims or people of Islam has put Arabs as leader and
confronted them with Western’s mind. In addition,the unity of
Muslims includes the striving for Arab unity because it covers the

liberal movements for the other Islamic peoples. However, the



specialization here within the above context is similar to
Personalization when it is said that “the heart and the body," "the

backbone and the body".

The heart is not outside the body, or it is not an integral part of it, or
the backbones are out of the body, or not an integral part of it, but it is
the intention to talk about the heart by its relationship to the body, or
to talk about the backbone by its relationship to the body.

The concept of concentration made by the external power against the
Arabs in their fighting against Islam, and Islamic peoples, but the
implanting State of Israel which refers to the Arab location in the

dogmatic union, the unity of the Islamic nation.



Third: The Lessons of History

The Muslim Arabs spread out of their peninsula carrying the message
of Islam. In so doing, they came into confrontation with the Romanian
and Persian Empires. Amazingly, the two supreme powers of the time
instantly collapsed under the new emerging power. Only a few
decades passed by and the Islamic State extended to cover the whole

area from the Atlantic Ocean to India and China.

No sooner had a few decades passed by then the Islamic State spread
over the vast area extending between the Atlantic Ocean in the west

as far as India and China in the east.

The Byzantine Empire was confined to Minor Asia but Sasanian
Empire was declined and their Persian people have become a Muslim
nation, and they have kept playing an important role amongthe people

of Islam.

The confinement of the Byzantine Empire within narrow limitsand
theirinfluence loss ofareas were unfamiliar. When empires has
declined fate of empires and when their star has tolled. However, the
conversion of their people to Islamichasbeen considered a unique and
exceptional event in the history.In addition,has carried dimensions
beyond conflict influence or global sovereignty. For example, the
ancient civilization of Egypt with its international strategic location
through its Copts and poor people welcomed the triumphal Arabs.
Then they quickly has becomepure Arab nation and they were

become castle of Islam.
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How this happened while it remained intractable to the Roman
language and their culture though they ruled Egypt for about seven
hundred years. The same happened to those who lived in Iraq, Syria,
and North Africa. The peoples, who have kept their nationalist
features, have joined Islam peacefully and become at the forefront of
Mujahedeen. Arabs did not attempt to force other peoples to become
Arabs, but they have called them to convert into Islam. They have not
force them to change their religion, whether they are Arabs or non-
Arabs, but to become part of Islamic land.Thus, the world has
witnessed a new type of conquest and relations between peoples and
religions. Byzantium emperors and tyrants of Europe have increased
and doubled their hatred and fears, while the Islam call had had a

positive effect on those vulnerable people.

This is an evidence that some of those people have converted to Islam
without conquest. Some have beenArabized without force or
coercion. Many questions arise here; how it has happened that some
of the peoples converted to Islam and have beenArabized, while
others remained on the characteristics of original national. In fact, we
can give an answer for this question, but it is beyond the context of
the subject of research. It is necessary to note that the two
phenomena are mutually complementary and have not led to deny the
other. Both of them have dealt with the logic of Islam according to its

specificity.
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The conclusion was that the harmony with Islam completely, whether
for people who have been Arabized or for those who converted to

Islam without being Arabized or part of the Arab nation.

Islam has required them to be part of the Islamic nation not of the
Arab. Arabs has wanted to build the Islam state not as the model of

Romanian or Greek or SasanianEmpires.

However, if there were historical factors related to the basis, origins
or geographical or continuity history or the special status of the
concerned people, leading certain peoples to be fused in Islam and
adopt the Arabic tongue at the same time,this is anaffair within the
scope of privacy inside the Islam land, not outside of it. It should be
noted that there are some casesthat has been Arabized under Islam

and kept believe in their in Christianity.

What is important here is that the two phenomena associated with the
Islamic revolution emerged from the Arabs to the outside, and had
theirimpact on the Bezentum and European tyrants like a thunderbolt.
They saw the area which represents the link between the old world
continents and its main parts and which is called in our current times
the Middle east, which it has dogmatically, culturally, and
organizationally homogenousbecome a united mass. Essentially, this
area bears vitality of extension, and ability of entailment of the areas

to join as an intrinsic part not as a subordinate or attached part.

This means to these emperors and tyrants that they are facing a

different case dissimilar to the case of their emperors. It is the case of
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the Islamic state, which compelled them to make estimations of its

danger to the far extent.

This Islamic power has beenled by Arab people, has crossed the
Mediterranean to settle in Spain, and from there they have spread
Islam in the north and east of Europe. Therefore, the European
civilization should have faced a serious challenge or Europe itself
should have closed in itself beyond its borders not by the action of the
Bezuntum state, but by the action of the Islamic state. Thus, the
features in conflict in this case reflected the previous feature of
conflict, as a conflict between two cultures different in
everything:dogma,ideology, system, social structure, and culture. The
conflict became complex than what the world history had witnessed

before that.
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Fourth: The Two Military Fronts:

The military conflict focused on two major fronts: the first was
Byzantine in the north of Alsham and the second was the Spanish one.
On the first front the conflict with Islamic state has continued for nine
centuries;thus the Byzantine state in Minor Asia was a dagger in the
Islamic body.This part remained bleeding for many years until
Ottomans defeated them and controlled the whole Minor Asia. The
conflict over the northern and eastern of Spanish border
(Mediterranean in general) continued for hundreds of years. The
Europeans wasafraid of the possibility Muslim progress in the north
or east, and they failed to stop that progress. The military campaign in
the Battle of Poitiers failed because of Islamic internal factors. If
Europe has breathed a sigh of relief for the victory in the battle of
Poitiers, that victory was the cause for more hatred against Islam and

Muslims.
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Fifth: The Crusades

Europe has observed some weakness’ factors in the Islamic state,
weakness of the Abbasid Caliph in Baghdad particularly, and the
division between the Arab and Islamic States,and they Islamic state
has dividedinto mini-states, that fighting each other, and disputing
with Caliphs in the center. Every weakness that crept into the body of
the Islamic state was mainly due to the departure or deviation, from
the Islamic teachings. The extent of weakness was parallel to the
extent of moving away from Islam. That encouraged feudal Europe
has started to gather its strengths, unite, and raise a crusade campaign
against Islam and Muslims. The actually Crusades had alreadystarted
aiming to occupy the Arab countries, specifically, the city Jerusalem
(Bait Ulmagdess) and the areas around it, to hit Islam in its heart, and

to control Syria, Iraq and Egypt.

However, these campaigns were faced by fierce resistance, which did
not calm down. Finally, they withdraw despite the fact that they had

occupied large areas for about two hundred years.

It was clear from that the ideological tendencies carried by the
crusade campaigns that the head of the arrow was directed against
Islam. It was clear that the invasions aim was to exterminate the
Muslims and seize the Arab countries, which means the destruction
of the Islamic global state, and the seizure of the most important
strategic area which constitutes a node of contact between continents

of the old world and then dominate the international routes of trade.
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As the Arab countries were rich with agriculture and crafts products
,it would be a mere simplicity to interpret the reasons for the
Crusade wars and attribute their objectives to economic dimensions

and rule out their dogmatic, cultural and strategic dimension.
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Sixth: Frankish and Mongols Alliance:

The European leadership with their based Christian fanatic were
worked against Islam by making an alliance with the Pagan Mongols;
their aim was to direct their barbaric rush towards the home of Islam.
Genghis Khan and Hulagumoved their barbaric forces to destroy the
Islamic state, Islamic civilization and to crush the Arab countries and

Islam.

The European crusaders launched destructive campaigns against the
Islamic civilization center in Baghdad after they had inflicted similar
damage to Islamic civilization in Iran. Then it spread to Sham across
Palestine on their way to Egypt but they were defeated in Gaza, and
then got great defeat in Goliath, under the leadership by King Qutuz

and Baybars the commander of his armies.

The Islamic countries defeated the Frankish and Mongols alliance at
the end of the twelfth and the beginning of thirteen centuries. Egypt
and Shamwere united with the Arabian land and some parts of

Moracin countries under the Mamluks rule.

However, the Islamic wound has remained bleeding in Iraq and Iran
because of the Mongols’ alliance with the Crusaders. The Mamluk
state was fighting against the Crusaders and Byzantines at the
Mediterranean’s front. In the north of Syria war escalated because,

Crusaders wanted to return their authority in AlISham.

In the Mediterranean’s front, the war continued and the Crusaders

kept their sites in Malta, Sicily and Crete after they had lost Cyprus.
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The three centuries, which followed the crusade wars, continued
without peace. There had been several attempts to launch crusade
invasions again; the Crusades had continued in the Mediterranean
Sea, and perhaps the most important campaign was against

Alexandria.

Before entering the next stage of global history which started from
the end of fifteenth century and the beginning of the sixteenth century
,the previous period extending from the mid of the seventh century up

to establishment of the Ottoman’s state witnessed the following:

1- The Islamic global state has formed a different model from the
ancient empires, particularly, the European style. It had carried a
global project that has threatened the empires’world and the local
power, which based on violence and looting.

2- The conflict between the European and the Islamic civilization
has taken all its colors and dimensions that trespassed the
traditional ones asaconflict between old empires and Islamic
civilizations. The conflict became a comprehensive continual war
reaching all dogmatic, intellectual, scientific, mythological, social,
economic and military fronts.

3- Europe considered Islam and Islamic peoples their primary
enemy, so it launched the Crusades campaign, which was marked
by its general mobilization forms which Europe had never seen
before, in addition to a limitless cruelty against Muslims. When
the Crusade campaign became weak, the Mongol campaigns
appeared the Europeans sought alliance with the pagan Mongols
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to destroy Islam even if this would lead the Mongols to goa head

Mongols into Europe again.

The alliance between the Crusade, Frankish and Mongols against
Islam should have been considered thoroughly from all its
dimensions, to reveal the depth of cases of conflictthat took place

at that time and up to date.

4- In spite of the devastating consequences, left by the first Mongols
campaign and the following Tatar campaign in 1400, against the
Islamic civilization in general and the Arab-Islamic civilization,in
Baghdad in particular, these wars ended with Islamization of a

large group among the invaders and consequently the wars ended.



Seventh: Contemporary Stage

The end of the fifteenth century opened two gates in front of Europe;
the first is the discoveryof America by crossing the Atlantic Ocean,
and the other is the discovery of the Cape of Good Hope. These
discoveries meant the hope for improvement and strength to launch
new campaigns, especially after the decadence and divisions that
found its way in the MamlukState, which has afraid of rupture and
weaknesses when Tymorlink had attacked the Mamluk State in 1400
that he doubled the suffer of Mamluk.

Despite the liquidating this campaign and its failure beyond the
circumstances helped Europe to kick Muslims from Spain. Europe has
not dwelled upon the taste of its victories. Islam renewed its vividness
by the coming of the Ottomans who were the youngest Islamic power
cleaning the Mediterranean from crusade residues and pirates
establishing a great Islamic monument embracing most of the Islamic
countries. They stood as a strong dam for three centuries in front of
the Europeans who wanted to occupy the Islamic countries, i.e. taking
control over the most important strategic point in the world. Instead,
the Ottomans started attacking Europe from the eastern direction.
They crept until theyreached Vienna, which was nearly to fall. That

entire made Europe tremble with fear.

Finally, we can say that the featuresof Europe’sattitude had

beenidentified through the three centuries extending from the early
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sixteenth century until the late eighteenth century, and Europe

represents the external power in our research.

Hence, we can present the following points:

The arrival of Europe to the two Americas and to the Far East and
Africa breathed life into its feudal stagnant veins and thus it began to
mobilize its military power and human resources, and made some
changes in its internal affairs to suit its needs to expand and control
the two Americas, Africa, and the Far East. This required breaking
down of feudalism. Europe established capitalism from the stolen
wealth of Americas, Africa and the Far East, in addition to

depending on a level of technical scientific advances, which grow in a
short period. This allowed its military machine to develop primarily,
in addition to the productive technical development. It supported all

this by a high degree of exploitation of social class locally.

All these mean that Europe's appetite to dominate the world had
opened widely. Europe was only threatened by the Ottoman State,

whichwas established on Islamic unity that raised the banner of Islam.

Thiswas despite fact thatthe Ottoman's system did not build the
IslamicState that matches with the teachings of Islam. Often the
Islamic State was too far from Islam, especially in the periods which
unfairness dominates rather than the rule of justice secession prevails
instead of unity shortcomingsversusfrankness which take place, or
when they are compelled to make concessions to them. The main

important thing is that the state has maintained the wide Islamic unity,
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and prevented for centuries the flood of European colonial invasion
against Muslim countries. The basic structure in the Ottoman's States
was ruled by the Sharia. It was a continuation of the community
model built through Islamic history, which operated and moved

within its context.
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Eighth: The uniqueness of the Islamic — European confrontation

As evidence from history, the essence of the Europe outward
movement was inspired by three motives:(a) blundering of wealth’s,
(b) control of the international trade routes and (c¢) transformation of
the other countries into appurtenance to the most powerful European
countries.Hence is the general violent nature of this movement, where
were characterized by the great tendency to plunder and the light —
grip policy.

However, this general orientation in terms of other countries of the
world held a specific feature when facing Islamic peoples particularly,
the Arab people. However,more attention was paid to dogmatic,
intellectual, cultural and civilizational aspects in triggering that

conflict.

All thesewere considered a condition to achieve the control over the
Islamic countries in order to weaken their resistance and loot them
after violence prevailed it. This special importance of the dogmatic
aspects refers to the role of Islam in the life of the Islamic peoples,
and to the model, which Islam occupies bycombining: social, cultural,
economic, military situations,collectively or individually. It was in the
core of social - economic structure and the core of the relations and
method of life, and not only in hearts, minds, consciences and souls.
(Hence, the conflict with these foreign collide with Islam as a
doctrine, an idea, a standard, a concept, an approach of life, an

economic system, the legal and social structures and relationships
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between peoples). That is what gave thespecialty in the past and the
present to the conflict between Frankish and Islamic peoples. That
what gave conflict the character of comprehensive war that transcends
the economic- military and political conflict since the early victories

of Islam in the Arabian Peninsula.

The second characteristic was represented in the long-term historical

conflict.

Perhaps if we consider the events of history since the revolution of
Islam until today,we will notice that war has continued from one

generation to another and from century to another.

All the developments took place on both sides of this conflict within
its shade and within its features. Thus, it becomes uncanny if we do
not see this historical continuity and try to follow thedirections which
deal with the current conflict as part of a global war that bears no
specific features; in other words, to consider it just as imperial
expansion in the stage of transition from capitalism and imperialism!
We can say that the perspective that sees the conflict as a long-term
feature that contradict with non-historical view will remove it from its

historical context.

We can then see it as a temporary case because of the situation in
Europe that would vanish shortly, a transformation from capitalism to
the imperialism. We abstract the conflict from its dogmatic -
intellectual-cultural dimensions and confine it to the economic

dimensions, which are related with the international monopolistic



dimensions. This conflict was not seen, even in the Economic field as
a motivation for the external expansion in order to loot the wealth and
enslave peoples, among other forms, called capitalism and
imperialism. We cannot see the current imperialist violence as a
continuation of a historical violence that has not stopped since the

Battle of Yarmouk.

If it 1s said that current imperialism has carried special features that
differ more or less from old colonialism, or the occupation of
Crusaders, it is not the gist. In addition,automatically does not mean
continuity or non-historicity, it does not mean that the specific
features of this stage of imperialism relieve it from communicating
with history as long as this communication has actually happened. In
fact, you can see this current imperialismas intensive faction of
violence, expansion, dominance and looting than the previous one. It
is also seen as most intensive in its conflict with Islamand the original
ingredients of our countries. The war now is comprehensive, and it is
impossible to hide its dogmatic and cultural-civilization dimensions,

obliterate them ortreat these dimensions as secondary ones.

It is easy to bring dozens of evidence from the European modern
colonialism that reveal ideological dimension of this conflict. It is
narrated that the French leader Guru went to the tomb of Salah El-
Deen after allied forces had taken Damascus and said, "O Salah El-
Deen, here we have returned back" also it is narrated that Allenby, the
British military commander, after he had entered Jerusalem he said
“the Crusades have ended now." Of course, these pictures are
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examples of the conflict with Frankish thought since the so-called
Renaissance: not to recognize any civilization except the European

civilization as compass of a global development.

Hence, no another way, since what determines the attributes of global
development is the European patterns (America is an extension to

Europe).

From here, concealing the dogmatic and cultural dimensions becomes
a process that serves the Frankish invasion of our countries and rules
out our basic components that allow us to enter the battlefield. This
happens by directing us towards the economic, military and political
aspects and confine conflict within them.Despite their importance,
they become less when compared to the dogmatic and cultural

dimensions.

It is quite right to say: if we don't stick to this understanding of the
real conflict, it would be impossible to capture the foreign colonial
powers’ attitude towards Muslim peoples in general and the Arab
people in particular, or towards Islam as dogma, and an approach of
life. Understanding of this dimension helps understanding another
one that holds characteristic of dominating our counties, i.e. the
dimension of seceding and fragmenting Islamic nation by imperialism

and establishing the "Zionist entity in the heart of Islamic nation.

Here we can present the pillars upon which the basis of the plan set by
the colonial European powers in the current era, and particularly since

Napoleon’s campaign.These pointsarededucted from the historical
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facts. Consequently,we can say that the attitude of external power and
their movement should not sought in books or documents, but should

investigated on the actual ground. It is not prudent to see the wolf and
then search for its footprints of itsevidence of its existence.The points

as follow:

1- Europe has become the strongest,because of its access to the
Americas, and the use of the route through the Cape of Good Hope
to the Far East and because of the Ottoman State has become weak,
and the same time Europe has made necessary domestic changes
as expressed by the revolution of lowlands (Netherlands),
Cromwell’s revolution, the French revolution and other European
bourgeois revolutions. All these shaped factors that made Europe
stronger to dominate the entireworld.

It should be noted that the use of the term "Europe" does not mean
that the movement of European countries had always been united
and under one leadership, but on the contrary was a move mostly
by this European country or those without losing sight of the acute
conflicts between them, partially or totally. It should also be
noticed that when talking about European civilization,it does not
mean talking about a homogeneous mass like laid bricks, but it
includes all that of Europe implied contradictions, ruptures,
conflicts and disintegration between its countries or its nationalities
or its political and economic issues. This constitutes the general
features of Europe. In other words, we should not take such

simplistic objectivity, which denies the shared foundations of
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civilization between the conflicting parties because of the dispute
and contradiction that exist among them. For example, the Canine
and Claw animal precisehave classified in taxonomy that sorts
them all aspredators, although they attack and eat each other!
European domination had completed over other countries, required
domination over Islamic countries and Arab countries specifically,
due to thestrategic importance oftheir location. European
domination has required invading the Islamic counties by a violent
armed force, either to infiltrate them from inside or to achieve that
by attacking it by a limited military force.This seemed impossible
because of Islam and what it has lain down with regard to jihad
good economic- social - cultural, and the tradition of values.This is
what makes armed violence formed the first requirement for
external forces to break the Muslims with special focusing against
the Arabs inside the home of Islam.

The breaking of Islamic peoples requires in addition to violence,
tearing the unity of Islamic peoples, toreturn the situation to the
status that preceded the revolution of Islam by raising partisanship
of national, regional, provincial and sectarianism bias.The
segmentation of Islamic nation requires tearing the Arab people, in
particular, because the Arab nation constituted the central link that
has held the rest of the rings. Therefore, why they have divided the
Arab countries and worked to revive the former heritage before

Islam,i.e. by turning them it the
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ParanoiacVingah,Assyrian,Canaanite and Qahtanih.This is

impossible except by imposing Secularism and remove of Islam.

4- Achieving this ripping of Islamic countries, particularly Arab ones
and work for the Zionist’s project which have required proceedings
thataimed at establishing a Jewish national home in Palestine, in order
to establish this retail and to cut off the land route between the Middle
East countries and the Moroccan’s countries , and build a striking
military force that prevents the liberation and unity, as well as

defying the dogmaticand cultural challenge of the Islamic nation.

5- Achievingall these objectives, required launching an ideological
campaign and a concentrated philosophy on Islam, to raise doubting
of its teachings, especially those who speak about unity of Muslim’s
unity, reject fragmentation and divide Muslim peoples, not surrender
tothe sword of disbelievers or the invaders and tyrants, or not
surrender to colonization or be friendly with them, and call for Islam
values which ask for establishing the rule of justice, rightness and

uniformity.

They have focused on spreading secularization, whichlimits Islam to
worship only since it is not possible to remove it radically. Then they
have raised the Arab nationalism on secularism basis to attack the
Islamic unity. Then they had to deny unity and existence of an Arab
nation, through the claims that the description of Arabic nation and
the unity of the Islamic people does not apply, since the description of

Arab nation does not apply to, because Arabs have not entered the



capitalist markedas one nation and have not fulfilled their
monotheistic bourgeoisie revolution.By digging up graves and
searching in fossils about the pagan pre-Islamic history to divide the
peoples according to each region.Therefore, they tried to the Egyptian
to pharaohs instead of being Arab Muslims. In addition, they did so
with Lebanese and Syrians. In addition,they thought of returning the
Iranians to their roots as Persians :( Magi and Sasanians). Then they
presented the Europeanmodel that became as the symbol of progress

and the European’s measure and concepts.

The nineteenth century period and up to the beginnings of the
twentieth century witnessed a complete crystallization of all these
plans and arguments that actualitytook place after the First World

War as follows:
1- Fragmenting the Ottoman State and hitting the Islamic Unity.

2- Fragmenting Arab countries into more than twenty parts and

establishing the Zionist entity in Palestine.

3- Smashing the Muslim historical model and working on the Franks
to create a following community. Therefore, they have destroyed the
cultural, social and economic Independent institutions, while

establishinginstitutions, which pledge to abroad.

4-They also launched theoretical, scientific and intellectual campaigns
in order to make the European standards prevailed standards in
understanding the issues of philosophy, society, economy, ethics,

nationalism, religion, education and development.
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Through this, the failure will be the fate of every revolution or
uprising or liberation movement as long as it does not carry

foreignness anddeviation from Islam.

The foreign power focused on the theoretical and intellectual field
to fight Islam as follows:

1- They have separated religion from state, which means transforming
Islam into a religion of worship only and removing all other aspects
thatare related to the organization social life, culture and its
revolutionary spirit and independence. They have then exploited it
through some traitors to show the appearance of backwardness or the
loyalty of the colonial powers.

After that, they have converted the state to a subordinate one in its
legislation and laws to the philosophy of Western laws, which were
derived from the Roman law.

2- They haveconsidered Islamic thought and Islamic themes "Salafi"
(radical) which means outdated and lagging. They claim that Salafi
should revive the past in all its forms, divisions and details, and then
call for following the western pattern.they use the Western Human
Sciences to serve this goal.

3- They tried to blur the Islamic history stagefor Islamic peoples to
highlight the previous phases, in order to ensure fragmenting
countries and retail conflicts, hatred and bickering among Muslim
nations. Therefore, it will be easy in this way to control these people,
make them lose the possibility of progress. Because conflicts
generating animosities between Islamic peoples have, make their
relations weak. Therefore, they could not fight against their enemy or
support each other. Thus European forces would control them. In
addition to they have no ability to struggle any more.
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4- They tried to broadcast western culture to change Muslim’s life
style completely to make them followers forever. Thus, dependence
becomes dominant in style of life ,habits and thoughts.

The attitude of the external foreign force against the Arabs on the
theoretical and intellectual levels includes the above points as
follows:

1- Causing separation between Arabism and Islam, through
denying the relation of brotherhood and unity between Arabs
and other Islamic people, especially the Turks to attack the
Ottoman state and distort the relationship between Arabs and
Islam in the past and the present, because Islam is a doctrine,
a thought,a system and a life approach. Not to hit the Islam
only and to hit the unity.

2- After rejecting the proposition of Islamic nation they more
towards rejection of the proposition of Arabic nation and
Arab unity in order to devote regionalism resulting from the
fermentation impost since the nineteenth century, broader
after the first World War and enrooted by SycosBickos and
similar treaties of dividing Islamic countries.

3- They concentrate on weakening Arabic language and

abandoning it, besides reviving had dialects, and adopting
foreign language to become the language of thinking among
ruling elites and sometime among the educated.

4- They constitute the objective and psychological conditions
for Arab state secularism and fragmentation to surrender
before the Israelis and to accept its existence and abandon the
full claim of liberation goal.
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Ninth: The Attitude of the External Power to Encounter Arab
liberation

In the fierce conflict, that Europe triggered against the Ottoman State
it tended to find a way of dissecting the unity of Islamic peoples. For
this purpose, Britain and France gave Muhammad Ali an offer to
establish an Arabic State and get out of the unity of the Ottoman
State. He refused to do that because his ambitions as appeared in
movements of Ibrahim Bash towards Anatlia were mainly aiming to
maintain that Islamic unity within a new leadership rather than
crushing it. Of course, the British offer was aiming at tearing the unity
of the Ottoman State, not aiming at establishing a big united Arab
State, because that was unacceptable of colonialism.

What the last note intends is to avoid perceiving that the greedy
external power may support Arab unity or liberal Arabism unity.

It does not do that except to hit the Islamic unit, and then turn to it to
hit also. It is a similar story of the ox, which said “I have been eaten
the very day I allowed the eating of the white Ox”, actually the Arabic
unity has hit when Islamic unity has hit.

In the late nineteenth century the colonial powers have encouraged
establishment theArab nationalism by establishing an Arab State,
which separated from the Ottoman Empire, but in fact this
encouragement has carried one goal, it aimed to tear the Islamic unity
first, then tear the Arab unity in instance.

On other hand the colonial power fed these calls through Purification
policies which has pursued by secularization of Progress and Union
Party, which have toppled the Sultan Abdulhamid.The Turkish
secularization has grown as a condition of Islamic unity and raising
fragmentation and separatism.

This deduction about the stage is no more arguable, all the promises
offered by Laurence to Ash-Sharif Hussein, or offered by the consuls
of France and Britain to some Arab personalities to establish a
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separate Arabic State (including Iraq, Hijaz, and Sham) evaporated.
The very early time of the World War stopped fragmenting schemes
started via military forces, which flooded most areas by force.

Actually,the Arab’s revolution was aimed at separating from Ottoman
state.On the other hand, what is called as the major Arabs Revolution
implies complications.

On the one hand, the call was aiming at serving the colonial external
power by decomposing the Ottoman State. On the other hand, it was
an answer from the part of some sincere advocates of Anti-Arab
practices done by Turkish unionist, which objectively rejected for
Turkeyfiction and domination of unionists.

This confused some Islamic leadership in supporting the Major
Arabic.

A third point is that call was not for a comprehensive Arabic unity.It
was nearly regional one, because it excluded Egypt, Sudan, and the
great Arab Moracin.

However, the global balance was in favor of the external power rather
than the Ottoman state, in addition to seizure of Middle East, the call
for separation from the Ottoman State established a separate Arabic
State was also of the external power. It has benefited to the external
power in not only conceptualizing destruction of Islamic unity, but
also the destruction of Arabic and Islamic unity, and to impose the
current Arab fragmentation, which has implanted since Islamic
fragmentation, took place. Thus, it is impossible to evaluate
separation from the Ottoman State except as negative judgment,
objectively or autonomously.

This what made many to be cautions when the Ottoman State has
toppled.

It has proved that the minimum limit at that time, not the best of its
chances.
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Many people have prompted to defense with Ottoman state, despite its
leadership Turonian who has committed more crimes against Islam
and Muslims.

These remarks about the attitude of the external power from Arab call
or Turonian call is not intended to condemn all who has drifted
behind those calls as treason, some of them were sincere and were
not has linked to colonialism,through others worked in embassies as
agent for the enemy.

Finally, we should know that the external power encouraged those
calls to divide, differentiate and to inspire the segregation spirit
between the Islamic peoples.
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Tenth: The Attitude of Foreign Power in the post-World War 1

After the First World War, the situation was characterized by the tight
rule of imperialism on Muslim lands and Arab states were under the
authority of colonialists and their agents.

One of the imperialists’ segmentation plans was fragmenting the Arab
countries into dozens, in order to control them. They devoted their
trail by raising grudges and conflicts among Islamic peoples. They
had deposed Shah of Iranto respond towards westernization and
internal discrimination between Iranian people and had incited the
Persian against Islam and against Iran’s Arabs neighbors of Arabs,
Afghans and Turks.

In addition, all who have responded were described the Ottoman's
history as rude and dirty. They made the image of Turonian rule as
the only picture of the Ottoman State from the beginning until the end
after the step down of Sultan AbdulHameed.

But in the Arab countries, which have fragmented into more than
twenty parts it was necessary in order to make a good grasp for the
colonialists, to encourage nationalism and stir national bias to bridge
the pre-Islamic history with legitimacy of its fragmentation.As well
between the Arab countries and abandoning the idea of independence
or withdrawal from the Islamic social structure to show acceptance
for the birth of the newly of the birth of the born model. Some Arab
followed the Ataturk and RidaBahlway western approaches.
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The external foreign forces fought every call to Arab unity or any
proposition that called for one Arab nation. This base has established
the Arab liberation movement that sometimes has held the name of
Arabism or the Arab nationalism as the colonial planned after the

First World War.

Of course, it is not possible to confine these colored 1deology that
adopted by external power and which can possibly be carried by this
movement - or that from among national movements. Such confining
required taking every movement as a single case and analyzing the

level of its call for nationalism with their implications.

However, it is certain that the attitude of the external power will be
hostile, when Arab movement based on Islam to provide solutions to
the problems facing the issue of nation, the issue of content or social
revolution. The attitude of the external power towards the Arab
liberation movement was welcome and contentment. When this
movement implication derived from European civilization and have
gone against the Islamic call and the Islamic combatant forces
reflected their welcome and satisfaction. If the movement headed
towards the serious liberation and built formulas for reconciliation
within the Muslim nations, it would be met only with hostility and
war. However, in any cases the attitude has remained linked to the
conditions of each case.

We should be aware that the attitude of the external forces and their
driven toward the Arab secular liberation movement associated with
the effectiveness of the political-economic and cultural effectiveness
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towards independence, unity and liberation of Palestine. When the
Arab movements was more effective in achieving unity, the attitude
of external power would be fiercer and more violent. The last remark
emphasizes that the standards of external power are fixed.Therefore,
whatis stated in this study is to address the situation from the
foundation, which the attitude of the external power can not only be
hostile to Islam and Islamic unity, but also against every Arab
struggle that works against fragmentation, 1.e. working for liberation
and unity.

The attitude changesif Islam is emptied of its unitary content, or when
Arab unity becomes a smoke bomb that conceals more narrow
regional tendencies. Hence, the above search has dealt with the topic
in terms of its basis and substance to determine the main direction of
the external power in encouraging the Arab Islamic liberation
movements against the imperialist domination and the invasion of

western civilization.
