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ABSTRACT

The present research aims at studying the most important factors
that affect sugar production in Kenana Sugar Company during the period
from 1995-2005, these factors were empirically investigated to asses their
impacts on raising production in this company.

This research is based on empirical and analytical analysis; the
types of data include both primary and secondary data. The primary data
were collected from the fieldwork to the company headquarters and
annual reports published by the company. The secondary data were
gathered from other sources as indicated inside the report.

The main research findings can be summarized as follows: finance
is the most important factor in sugar industry, it plays a crucial role in
expanding the company's production, and sustaining its success,
therefore, there is a positive correlation between the size of capital
allotted to this company and its sugar production. Likewise, there is a
positive relationship between the labor partnership engaged in the process
of production and the amount of sugar produced. Moreover, the research
results indicated that the effect of the size of land utilized for cane
planting alone — without the other variables- on the amount of sugar
produced is very weak.

Based on the results obtained, the study recommends that: it is
critically important to attract foreign capital to finance sugar projects that
enhance economic development in the country. Moreover, vertical
expansion must be encouraged in cane-planted lands. In addition, the
state must contribute positively and to enhancing proposed ethanol
manufacture in Kenana Sugar Company. Furthermore, to eventually sugar
industry in Kenana Sugar Company in particular, and in the Sudan in
general.
