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Abstract

development index in Sudan. The data for the study has been
collected from the central bureau of statistic After the collection
of the data the human development index has been calculated.

The study has used the descriptive analysis that has been
taken from the Reports, of the United Nations development
program for the years from 2000 to 2005 and the statistical
program SPSS.

The hypothesis the Sudan from contery few human
development.

The outcome of the study of the HDI which has been based
on the Following indicators:

- Life expectancy at birth.

- % of literacy rate.

- Gross enrollment rate in education.

- Adjusted real in come in $.

The study has revealed the following results:

Average life expectancy in Sudan is 54 years.

In every 100 persons, there is one who can read and write.

In every 100 persons, 15 are enrolled in education.

This means that the adjusted average per capita income in
Sudan is 1.8 $ per day and that the percentage of preventing
Sudan from these indicators is 87% and that the human

development has been achieved in Sudan by 14%.
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
