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Summary

| have traced nature related vocabularies in the poetry of Al-Mautanabbi, with
examples of their common usage. Thereafter, | have dealt with the description of
nature by Al-Mutanabbi, reviewing a book of Professor Abdullah Al-Tayeb - May
Allah bless. It is followed by a discussion of proportion of the words of nature used
by the poet with an analysis of some of them and their usages to reach their
deeper meanings.

In the end, | have selected three poems of Al-Mutanabbi for reading and analysis
to understand the use of nature by Al-Mutanabi in his poetry.

At the conclusion of the research, | have mentioned its most important findings
and recommendations appending a detailed index of the content.

This research runs into 283 pages.
