Abstract

This study aims to identify extensive reading and its role
in developing language skills of learners from non-
Arabic speakers in Advanced level -in Institute of Arabic
language at International University of Africa.The
researcher used descriptive approach, using questionnaire
as analytical tool among forty male and female Arabic
language teachers chosen randomly.
