This Research base on address of the role of technical and vocational
education in reducing poverty and unemployment in Yemen (Case Study
in Hodeidah Governorate) in order to identify the role of education
through the study of his analysis on the outcomes of vocational and
technical institutes in this province during the period (Y+«+V-Y+)+) as
well as monitoring of the obstacles and challenges facing technical and
vocational education, as well as the diagnosis of the phenomenon of
poverty, unemployment, and indicate the role of education in reducing
them, through the study of his analysis of the province of Hodeidah and
also know the reality of the partnership between the technical and
vocational education and the labor market, along with
recommendations and proposals taken advantage of the decision
makers and those interested in the role of this education reduction of

poverty and unemployment in Yemen.

And to identify the significant role of this education expect the
researcher to achieve the purposes of research through the four
hypotheses, the first contributing output of vocational and technical
institutes to reduce poverty, and the second contributes to outputs of

And reach to the most important results:

) - through the values of averages noted that all located in the
second category, which means verbally (with the impact of
medium), which means that the outputs of technical and
vocational education contribute to the effect of reducing
unemployment to a fair degree and rate of (Y.)4) from the point
of view of the research sample.

Y - Output vocational and technical institutes to contribute to
poverty reduction this standard came in third place as the
arithmetic average (Y.'Y) through the sample statement
¥ - fit the curricula of institutes and equipment output to the
requirements of the labor market with the arithmetic average
ranked fourth by (1.47).
