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Abstract

The study addressed the issue of repetition in the Quranic story, which
indicates undergo technical and semantic side of the story Quranic to
the messianic role, and it has represented its problem in repeating some
of the details and the scenes in more than Surah ; leading to confusion
with the receiver, the study aimed to remove this confusion and explain
why repeat these stories and morals indicated by each story , which
every part of the repeated story spins on its elements according to the
overall message behind it , revealing the side of the semantic of the
story that spread in many places in the Holy Qur'an while they are
represented in another place in another Sura , as well as the powerful
use of figurative language in each Surah . The study has employed the
descriptive and analytical approach based on Tafsir works and scholarly
people in analyzing each part of the story and explore its axis. The
study included three chapters, the first chapter included Definition of the
Koranic story, types and elements, and repetition, types and purposes,
and the significance and types, functions and fields. The second chapter
included the repetition in the Holy Qur'an and its benefits, also
addressed the issue of repetition in the Qur'an stories and their benefits,
and the views of the scientists in the case of repetition in the Qur'an
stories, verbal and similarities in the Qur'anic stories and their benefits,
and figurative language in the Qur'anic stories, the third Chapter
comprehensively, dealt with the applied models for some Qur'anic
stories and its repeated indicators, Some stories were chosen to be the
themes of this study and to highlight the figurative values behind
repetition and the miraculous aspects of each one . the study
concluded, including:

That there is no repeat of the story in the Qur'an, the one who reflects

the verses he will find each part of the story has its own factor that



differs from the other, and a moral unlike what is stated in the other, and
that the case of repeated Quranic story in several verses similar or
different format are some aspects of miraculous descriptive in Qur'an;
because if the word formation differs in one matter, it indicates the ability
in eloquent descriptions, therefore, the story in any Surah is other
formulation of the same story, but in sentences and phrases lead the
meanings Allah wanted elsewhere.

The study recommended to continue research in the Holy Qur'an to
explore further indications that deducted from the Quranic stories, which

are not limited to the mentioned above.
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
