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Abstract

The research has studied some semantic styles featuring selected poems in
Jamharat Asha'r Al-Arab, a poetical anthology, by Abu Zayd Al-Qurashi. The
study was divided into three chapters. The first chapter focused on the biography
of the writer, his influence and highlighted the selected poems which represent the
third of the seventh categories. The chapter has also defined the style and views of

some classic, modern and Western commentators.

The second chapter has centered on rhetoric scholars' handling of semantic styles
I.e. affirmative, interrogative etc. while the third chapter has focused on the

rhetorical analysis of the selected poems.

The study aimed to investigate the common styles used in the selected poems and

meaning deduced from the contexts.

The study has employed descriptive analytical and deductive approach and
concluded that the poets have followed different styles to express their views
toward their life, but the affirmative form was widely used followed by anastrophe,
omission as well as exclusion. The study concluded that the Poets haven’t breached

the linguistic or social heritage in their selections.
