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ABSTRACT

This study aims to study the aggressive
behaviour and it's relation with some
demographic variables such as gender, age,
class, academic achievement, educationa
standard and occupation of parents for
primary school students (class six and seven)
of governmental schools (boys and girls) of
East Nile District.

The total number of students (boys and
girls) was 201 and they were selecte
randomly. The researcher used the
associated descriptive method and the
research tools that were used to measure
aggressive behavior. The collected data were
analyzed by computer using statistic
package for social science (SPSS).

The results of the present study showed
that there were statistically significant
difference between males and females and
aggressive behaviour of the students. It was
found that the females were more aggressive
compared with males (a percentage of 52.7%
and 47.3% respectively).

The present study didn't show any
statistically significant difference among the
students and the aggressive behaviour tor a
number of variables such as the age, class,
educational standard of the father and
mother, and the mothers occupation. The
present study showed that there was a
relationship between the aggressive
behaviour of the students for the variable of
academic achievement (percentage/grade) as
well as the father's occupation.

Finally, there were some
recommendations and suggestions which
were extracted from the results of the
present study.
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
