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Abstract

In this study, the researcher tackled the inimitability of the Holy Quran

and its impact upon the development of reading skill of non-Arabic speakers.
The study aims to link Arabic language with the Holy Quran for its eloquence,
rhetoric and for understanding the meanings of the Holy Quran as well as
strengthening Islamic creed and educational values of non-Arabic speakers in
addition to identify to what extent memorizing the Holy Quran facilitates
learning Arabic language for non-Arabic speakers.
Among other set of objectives is to allocate a suggested program to teach
Arabic language for non-Arabic speakers through verses of the Holy Quran;
the researcher specified Sura Al-Fatihah as a model for the suggested program
so as to achieve the objectives of interested people in recitation of the Holy
Quran and forethought to its verses, with providing a focus of attention to
reading skill.

For the purpose of the study, the researcher used descriptive-analytical
method. In addition, questionnaire and interview were used to collect data. The
sample of Interviewees was selected from teachers and experts of PhD and
master’s degree holders in the field of teaching Arabic language for non-
Arabic speakers, including most of the teachers, experts and workers in Arabic
language center of International University of Africa, Sudan University of
Science and Technology and International University of Sudan. Likewise, a
guestionnaire was filled in by a sample of students from Non-Arabic Speakers
Center in Sudan University of Science and Technology and (17) female
students from Arabic Language Center in International University of Africa.

The study contained five chapters. Chapter one outlined research’s
structure. Chapter two depicted the theoretical framework and the previous
studies. Whilst Chapter three illustrated the research methodology, chapter
four analyzed and discussed data. The final chapter of the study included the
most essential results, recommendations and suggestions. The research ended
by drawing appropriate conclusion besides making a list of resources,
references and appendixes.

A number of results were reached by the researcher; the most important ones
were: memorizing the Holy Quran helps in mastering reading skill correctly in
particular and pronunciation and expression in general.
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
