Abstract

This research Discusses the impact of privatization on the
industrial sector with focusing on the leather industry in Sudan.
Although Sudan has the comparative advantage in animal
resources products, its contribution in gross domestic product
(GDP) is very little and so this is the research problem. It aims
to know the impact of privatization on this sector and the
mechanisms which have been followed to carry out privatization
polices and to what extent it is effective.

Moreover, the importance of research comes from the continuity
of privatization from 1992 up to now. Besides the role of
industrial sector in consolidation the ability of Sudanese

economy in the export field. In addition to that the hypotheses of
research are. The industrial sector privatization led to the

increase of tanneries productivity from the leather. The decision
of forbidden of exporting raw leather led to the increase of
leather products revenue, the quality weakness and cost rising
are the reason of incapable of leather products in facing
imported industry. Furthermore ,the research results are, the
privatization policy in tanneries sector helped in entering many
modern machines the matter which affected clearly in
production, privatization attracted the foreign capital. The
country didn't put precautions to the negative effects.

Finally, the research recommendations are, the fees which are
imposed to imported shoes should be raised to 40% to support
the local industry animal environment must be improved, the
export should be concentrated on slaughtered animals instead of
live animals to benefit from the leather, stopping of smuggling
and consolidating capacity in the field of total quality.
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
