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Extract

The paper concentrated on the significance of the calculation of human
poverty and multi-dimension poverty in Sudan, as human poverty is one of
the consistent human development indices which fulfill the objectives of the
United Nations Development Programs. The paper addressed the human
development conceptions and its different criteria. The case of the study
come up that the measurement of human poverty by: human poverty or
multi-dimension human poverty methods, do not commensurate with the
nature of poverty in Sudan as per given components, as the two methods
ignored a group of components that signify Sudan, without which human
poverty measurement could be unrealistic and misleading, where another
method that observe these components — which were ignored by the two
methods mentioned above — need to be fetched. The objectives of the paper
have come as follows:

1- Calculation of human poverty index in Sudan.

2- Calculation of international multi-dimension poverty index (UN) for
Sudan.

3- Calculation of modified multi-dimension poverty for Sudan’s provinces.

4- Comparison of UN multi-dimension poverty index with the index of
method adopted by the researcher for multi-dimension poverty in Sudan
and its provinces.

To achieve the objectives of the study, the researcher used the human
development criteria methodology issued by the (UN) 2007 — 2008,
represented in the human poverty index and human development criteria
methodology issued by the UN (2010), represented it the international multi-
dimension poverty index and the multi-dimension poverty index, issued by
the UN (2010) and Sudan peculiarity, where the researcher calculated the
three poverty indices: (health index, education index and livelihood standard
index), in all north Sudan’s provinces. (Sudan is 15 provinces after disunion)
and the 15 provinces were divided into 4 sections:

* Provinces of the north (Northern Province, River Nile Province and
Khartoum Province).



* Eastern provinces include: (Red Sea Province, Kassala Province and
Gadaref Province).

* Central provinces include: (Gezeira Province, White Nile Province, Blue
Nile Province and Sinnar Province).

* Western provinces include: (North Kordofan Province, South Kordofan
Province, North Darfor Province, West Darfor Province and South Darfor
Province).

The comparison was done between the results of the three indices to all
provinces.

The data was collected from Central Statistics System, Sudan’s fifth
consensus 2008 and family survey 2010, Federal Ministry of Health and the
UNICEF, and also the annual statistics book .

Based on the above researcher extracted the general results, the most
important results of the study is represented in the following:

The degree of human poverty in Sudan is 32.7%. The degree of human
poverty in the provinces varies between the minimum degree of 16.4% in
Khartoum Province and the highest human poverty degree of 48.64% in the
Red Sea Province. Results related to multi-dimension Human Poverty (UN)
Criteria:

Multi-dimension poverty in Sudan reached 50.95% as per the (UN)
criteria. The highest degree of multi-dimension poverty reached 67.4% in
Sinnar Province, while the minimum multi-dimension poverty degree
reached 30.2% in the Northern Province.

The modified multi-dimension poverty in Sudan is 58.6% from the
calculation of modified multi-dimension poverty, where the researcher
found. The highest degree of modified multi-dimension poverty reached
73.4% in the Blue Nile Province, while the minimum modified multi-
dimension poverty degree reached 33.2% in the Northern Province.

In the Northern Provinces the highest modified multi-dimension
poverty degree reached 45.6% in the River Nile Province and the minimum
modified multi-dimension poverty reached 33.2% in the Northern Province,
while poverty degree in Khartoum Province reached 35.7%.

In the Eastern provinces registered the highest degree of modified multi-
dimension poverty as it reached 65.6% in Gadaref Province and the
minimum multi-dimension poverty degree reached 57% in the Red Sea
Province, while poverty degree in Kassala Province reached 65.5%.

In the central provinces the highest degree of modified multi-dimension
poverty reached 73.4% in the Blue Nile Province and the minimum degree
of modified multi-dimension poverty reached 45.3% in Gezeira Province,
while poverty degree in the White Nile and Sinnar Provinces reached 58.4%
and 72.2% successively.

In the western provinces the highest degree of modified multi-
dimension poverty reached 70.8% in West Darfor Province and the
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minimum modified multi-dimension poverty degree reached 64% in North
Darfor, while the degree of poverty in North Kordofan, South Kordofan and
South Darfor reached: 68.8%, 68.3% and 70.2% successively.
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
