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Abstract

The study has focused on the prohibition devices employed by
the Prophet Mohamed - peace and blessing be upon him- with reference
to Sahih Muslim, a collection of sound hadeeths. The study has
investigated two types of prohibition: the direct (explicit) and indirect
(implicit). The latter is realized from the overall meaning of the
hadeeths. The Prophet — peace and blessing be upon him - has
employed the two types to communicate Islamic preaching using
sophisticated eloquence and good style. The study consists of
introduction and preface which is a review of the biography of Al Imam
Muslim along with his book "Sahih Muslim™ .The first chapter focused
on the informative and non-informative techniques while the second
chapter dealt with types and significance of prohibition. Chapter Three
focused on the analytical study of the prohibition techniques in Sahih
Muslim. The study also consists of the conclusions, recommendations,
appendix, and reference. The study has aimed to examine the good style
of the prohibition in the Hadeeths to highlight its rulings here and the
hereafter and work out moral values which the Prophet has called for
and established. The researcher has adopted descriptive analytical
approach for the study. The study has concluded that the prohibition has
conveyed valuable benefits for the people here and the hereafter and to
abide and refrain from prohibited deeds. The prohibition has also
conveyed certain good style that encouraging morals through
instruction, advise, warning and threat. These values are manifested in
kindness, mercy, sympathy and humbleness.
