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Abstract

The study has aimed to explore description of animals by Tarafah ibn Al
Abd and Labeed Ibn Rabia in their poems and to show which of the

two poets is better at imaging animal.

The study also aims to reflect accuracy, beauty and depth of the poems

describing animals.

Adopting descriptive analytical approach, the study has concluded that
the description occupies an honored place in the Arab poems and that
she-camel has occupied significant place in the mu‘allaga (ode) by

Tarafah. Labeed is better than Tarafah in the description of she-camel.
