All of the above mentioned hypotheses had been verified . moreover, the
research indicated that the independent variables explain the changes that
occur to the dependent variable by 89% while the remaining 11%
represents the impact of other variables which were not included in the

.model
The research includes many recommendations, the most important of

which is the need to adopt an affective economic policy by the state in
order to achieve the balance of payment equilibrium,as well as attempting



to increase government revenue by improving the tax system . in addition
, more attention should be directed towards activating the operations of
the different productive sectors , especially the agricultural sector , which
represents the backbone of the Sudanese economy :since this sector can

play an important role in reducing the deficit in export revenue that took
Place as a result of the declining of oil contributions in the countys export

.(starting from 2012),and alternatively to stabilize the exchange rate
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
