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ABSTRACT:

The study analyzed and evaluated the Arabic Language Syllabus at the

Government Secondary Schools in Uganda. The researcher applied a descriptive

method to collect the data. The study sample was students of Arabic Language, their

teachers and Heads of Arabic Departments. To analyze the data, the researcher used the

Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS) and came out with the following major

findings:

1.

The principles on which Arabic Language teaching syllabus is based at
Government Secondary Schools are not clear; and the detailed teaching syllabus
which could throw much more light on them is unavailable.

The Arabic Language Teaching Syllabus should be redesigned and developed to
suite the global needs. Its objectives should be made clear and attractive to the
students, and must respond to their attitudes, interests and needs.

The approaches used when teaching Arabic language can’t help in achieving the
set objectives of the Syllabus.

The Arabic Language text books referred to in circulars are all from Arabic
countries — Libya and the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, and they are taught without
any modification.

The modern language and instructional materials are not totally used in Arabic
lessons at Advanced Level in Uganda.

Basing on the findings of the study, the researcher recommends:

. A detailed syllabus should be made available with Arabic teachers’ in-puts,

whose objectives must be very clear and attractive, with all language skills
integrated, considering the learners’ needs, interests, attitudes and environment
and designed for none Arabic speakers.

Arabic Language teachers in Ugandan secondary schools should be trained on
modern techniques and teaching strategies so as to help the Arabic students in

those schools learn Arabic Language effectively and get maximum help.



3. Students should be encouraged to communicate their ideas and feelings in
writing by considering the following: short-story writing, essay writing, letter
writing, writing announcements and notices, school news bulletins and
magazines.

4. Arabic language teachers should use modern instructional materials in Arabic
lessons. Materials like: overhead projectors, language laboratories, cassettes,
manila papers, computers, television sets, tape recorders, DVDs, and Video

cassettes should be made available in schools.
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
