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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to identify the nature of the balance of
services in the Sudan, as well as to show the impact of the invisible
transactions account on the current account and the reserve assets.

The importance of this study stems from the increasing and the influential
role of the invisible transactions accounts, which clearly affects the
performance of the balance of payments in Sudan, especially in recent years.

In addition, most of the studies had been focused on the other accounts
of the balance of payments such as trade balance and the reserves account.

The research’s problem stems from the fact that the invisible account had
suffered from continuous deficit throughout the period of the study.

The research followed the descriptive method and the analytical

approach by using statistical analysis to solve the problem.
The research main hypothesis includes the followings:
The invisible transactions (services accounts, investment income and current
transfer accounts) have no affect on the current account,the services account
has no affect on the income account, transfer account and the current account,
the investment income account has no affect on the current account, services
account and transfer account and the invisible transactions (services accounts,
investment income and current transfer accounts) have no affect on the overall
balance.

The above mentioned hypothesis had been rejected (not verified).

The main recommendations include the following:

1.Implementation of a statistical survey for Sudanese investment abroad,
Moreover, the return from this investment should be recorded in the investment
account in order to improve the overall performance of the balance of
payments.

2.1t is necessary to rectify the deficit in the current account through rectifying
the deficit in the invisible account by focusing on improving the performance
of the accounts that affect the performance of invisible account greatly
(specially travel , transport and investment account).

3.Designing of attractive policies that aimed to attract the remittances of the
Sudanese working abroad.
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
