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Abstract

This research deals with the demographical effect on the size and

distribution of labour force in the Northern States of the Sudan.

Many questions were asked within this context, such as, how does the
size and growth of population affects the size of labour force and

unemployment rate?

How does population growth affects the requirements of economical

activities and employment seekers?
The most important targets of the research were;

To measure the elements of the population construction in the Sudan

and in particular the Northern States.
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Detailed explanation of shared relationship between demographical

and economical characteristics of the labour force in the Northern States.

The revelation of the labour force status, its occupational and

qualitative constructions and development.

To satisfy the objective of the research several hypothesis were made,

the most important of which were that —

There is a burden of the small age groups upon the working age
group.

The labour force grows at a rate higher than the growth rate of the
population, with a high rate of unemployment specially among the youth.

The age group (0-14) is expected to decline, allowing for the making
age group.

The research uses the descriptive statistics to gather and categorize
data and analytical statistics to analyze with the use of the SPSS

computer program.

The projections of the population were made by the use of the

spectrum program, in order to draw labour force projections.

Several results were obtained by the research; the most important

were the following:

The increase of the percentage of the reproductive females (15-49)
which means that there is high fertility and increased percentage of youth

population, 42.5% of the total population (2008).

This forms a heavy load on the working age population and proves

that the second hypothesis was righteous.

The change of place of residency from rural to urban areas results

in a disturbed labour structure and market. The labour market in rural
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area (Agriculture, nomadic) will loose its man power and production is
harmed. In the urban area damage to its civil living existent occurs, where
a considerable migrating man power is sustaining its self from non
account for jobs which does not contribute to the economical

development.

There is a decrease of percentage of labour force in proportion to
the total population, despite that there is an increase of unemployment
percentage, specially among the educated populations, due to none
existing market of their specialization, of that planed job opportunity is

not sufficient.

The research has also achieved, by using correlation analyses, the

following;

The outbound migration increases among the youth and affects the
sex ratio. The male population has decreased in areas of outbound

migration.

The increased level of education among females has contributed to
low level of fertility, due to the loss of fertile years in the education

process.

The refined activity rate is affected by the crude death rate, while
fertility rates has no effect of statistical proof, this might point at high

death rates among females in the labour force.

The most important recommendation of the research were the

following;

The importance of adopting and implementing clear population

policies and strategies that would decrease fertility and curbs deaths.

To find job opportunity through the planning of development

projects, specially in the rural area, to fight unemployment.
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To introduce laws that would encourage female participation and

ensure her career development.

To specify the labour force size and quality, would be made within

regional planning that ties university education and labour force planning.
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
