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Abstract

The research focuses on the study of social and economic dimensions of the urban
development in poor neighbors in general and Wad al-Bakhit (north of Omdurman) in
particular, concentrating on the extent to which these factors affect urban development in
the study area.

The research aims at highlighting the problems of Wad Al-Bakhit's Neighborhood which
guided to its lack of basic basic services. The research oriented to general study regarding
social and economic levels in the light of the changes that seen recently. It also discusses
the current problems that hinder the organization of the neighborhood, according to the
organizational plan set by the Ministry of Urban Planning.

The hypotheses of research represented the importance of the social and economic
dimensions and their role in the implementation of the urban development policies in wad
al-Bakhit's Residents in the area are also trying to improve their situation in various ways.
The most important findings of the research on the level of social dimension are that the
inhabitants of the neighborhood live on the system of extended families and buildings
adjacent to the existence of interchanges and large spaces which in turn represent the
points of convergence for members of the family and neighbor, which generates a kind of
excellent social relations whereas In terms of economic dimension, the results showed the
main obstacles that prevent the residents of the area and the officials from not taking part
in the organization and the presence of items that are contrary to their needs and
requirements that contradict their rights.

The descriptive approach has been followed to describe the phenomenon of poverty and
sediment, and the phenomenon of urban poverty and slums has been described. The
historical approach was used to provide an overview of the slums and the development of
the poverty situation. The use of the statistical approach was use full to evaluate the level
of poverty in the region and the level of existing services and in knowing the of social
and economic characteristics.

The study recommended solving the economic problems of the political population, and
also recommended reconsidering the proposed organizational plan by taking into account
the social and economic dimension of the population.
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
