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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate Impact of rural
woman'’s roles on the way they benefited from the training
offered at Wad-Ramli center. The study was carried out at Wad-
Ramli area-Khartoum North. A random sample of women who
participated in the training was selected.

The data was collected using a variety of techniques including

structured and semi-structured interviews, observation and
reviewing secondary data. The data was then analyzed by
using the Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS) and Chi
square.

The main findings of the study included the following:
Performmg traditional reproductive roles influenced
women’s opinion positively as concerns the utility of the
training presented at the center.

Performing traditional roles did not obstruct neither rural
women’s participation nor the way they benefit from
training programs.

« The great majority of participants did not have surplus
products to be marketed. In fact, most of the production is
for household consumption.

Among the main recommendations of the study were the

following:

« More training programs should be presented, however due
concern should be given to timing and location.

- Effort is needed to empower rural women as concern
access to resources and inputs, which will enhance and
maximize their benefit from the training.
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
