identify the obstacles that prevent its applications. Furthermore, the study aims to
acquaint with the trends of students of these colleges towards the use of this
.medium



The researcher followed the descriptive analytical method, as an

appropriate tool for such studies. The study includes a sample of ( 90) faculty
staff at education colleges using a random process as the number represents 5%
of the total number of faculty staff in education colleges at Sudanese universities
who is already 1829 teachers . The sample is from three education colleges
among all education colleges at Sudanese universities - ( Sudan — Khartoum &
Alazhari Universities )- and that is because they are easy to approach and
because they reflect the characteristics of Sudanese education colleges as it has
been seen by the researcher as far as staff , students, curriculum & infrastructure

In addition, another sample of students of education colleges has been

chosen for the study whom were 60 male & female students using the random
method. The researcher believes that this sample represents the same
