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Abstract

This study aimed to study the determinants of exchange rate in sudan as
consider one of macro economic indicator ,and study of lack of exchange
rate instability on real gross domestic product ,export and inflation in
sudan ,in order to get important findings and recommendation that help to
find out the solution for exchange rate instability problem.

The problem of the study represented in existence of of many variables
that consider as determinants of exchange rate that have significant
substation and inference relation between it and exchange rate that have
negative impact on national economic movement. The study included
some hypheses such as there is direct statistical relation between the
exchange rate and export , real gross domestic product and degree of
openness toward outside world .

The study adopted the historical approach and descriptive approach in
theoretical aspect and adapted measurement approach in implementation
aspect .

The study concluded many important findings ;there is direct regressive
relation between the exchange rate and the volume of exports.

And there is negative statistical relation between exchange rate and real
gross domestic product .

The study recommended many important recommendation , to give more
concern to exports and developing it because consider as the important
resources of hard currency , and to increase the real gross domestic
product that help in improving the exchange rate , and to political
stabilization and security for inflow investment capital and to reduce
balance trade deficit and to developing productive factors of modern
technology and investment of human resources and developing
agriculture and industrial sectors and reduce of export of raw material
that can give positives affect on the exchange rate and that help in
mechanism of exchange rate flouting policy.



The also recommended for further study this field as modulation of
exchange rate in sudan and the impact of capital movement and transfer
of abroad Sudanese employees on exchange rate in sudan.
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
