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Abstract

The project of Kenana Sugar's the largest projects
in sugar production in Sudan, a unique half-
Sudanese production of sugar and is the research
problem in determining the variables affecting the
production of sugar in the Sudan and the degree
of influence of each variable from the variables of
the form on the volume of production.

The study assumed that there is a negative
relationship between capital and the amount of
production and that there is also a negative
relationship between employment participation in
the production process and the quantity of sugar
produced.

We have adopted research the historical method
in gathering data and information on the
phenomenon and also use the method of analysis
the standard function of sugar production.

Through the record results of the analysis it
became clear that there is a positive relationship
between capital and the quantity of sugar
produced from the study also showed that there is
an inverse relationship between work and the
amount of production increase in the number of
workers to claim the decrease of production,
leading to the existence of unemployment
affected the productivity.
