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Abstract

The aims of the study has to know the role of micro-finance provided by
ADRA organization in increasing the income of displaced women who
migrated to Khartoum State form rural areas and the effects of these projects in
the improvement of their socio-economic status. The study also aims to look at
the training programs of the ADRA and who it addresses the building capacities
of the target group of women and whether it has improved their skills in raising
their production capacities and the activities from these projects to become self
.reliant on these projects

The research used the social survey method. Forty-five women were
randomly selected from a total of three hundred women funded by ADRA which
consist of 15% of the total. The target group were engage in six projects
namely; selling of spices, vegetables, salted fish, tea, perfumes and food. In
.addition 15% of women were covered from each project

The design questionnaire was filled through personal interviews to collect
data which was then coded and fed into computer. The data was analyzed using
statistical packages for social sciences (SPSS) in which frequency distribution

.and percentages were calculated

:The study arrived at the following results

The displaced women migrated from their areas of origin to big cities in .1
search of work, good basic services like education, health and security

.due to in adequate services in those areas

.of the respondents were married women 51%
.of the respondents were youth 74% .3

.of the respondents were illiterate which is high 69%
