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Abstract

This study investigated the main reasons behind the fluctuations
of the Sudanese red meat export , as well as specifying the main
importers of the Sudanese red meat during (2001- 2010).

In addition, the study investigated the competitiveness of the
Sudanese sheep meat in Saudi Arabia marketing during (2005-
2009).

Data were collected from different sources relevant to the study.
Descriptive statistics and Policy Analysis Matrix (P A M) used for
analyses.

The findings of the study have shown that the major reasons
behind the decline and fluctuations of the Sudanese red meat
export were the increase in the production cost and competition
of some countries such as Somalia and Australia were prices were
relatively low. Moreover the Sudan’s main importers are Saudi
Arabia ,Jordan’s Emirates ,Quater and Oman’s respectively .in
addition to new countries such as Egypt.
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Furthermore, exporting sheep meat is financially and
economically profitable. Also, Sudan has high competitive ability

to export red meat .

The study also indicated the negative impact of taxes on meat

export .

the study recommended that government should design a specific
policy through reducing the taxes and fees for red meat export in
order to increase its competitive advantage and commitment to
international standard specification of quality and disease control

and prevention .
