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Abstract:-

This study was conducted to assess of Socio-economical situation of
displaced women from Darfur to Khartoum State, where displacement is one of
the troubles which had faced the Sudan and contributed to the instability for many
years. And diffirence reasons that led to the displacemen in Sudan: where the civil
wars, the tribal conflicts, in addition to the natural disasters. The total number
who affected of the displacement in Sudan is about 8,5 million people. This
number of IDP,s were resulted of the civil war, which lasted for long periods. And

the natural disasters and tribal conflict in western regions of Sudan.

The study was aimed as to learn the concepts of displacement and its causes
and affected of them. The study also sought to know the personal and social
characteristics of displaced women, and how they affected on their Socio-

economical situation resulting of the displacement happened to her.

This study was conducted in Elfateh locality in west of Omdurman, which
followed to Karary locality it’s about 20 km from Khartoum. Was used the
descriptive approach by the social survey. a simple random sample which has be
selected from the research community, were consist of 100 respondents. Data

were collected through: questionnaire technique and interviews from research
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community, and analyzed by frequency and percentages technique by using the

SPSS program, then was get the results.
The study concluded the results: -

1. showed that 45% of the respondents, their age ranged between, by (35-26),
and 32% of the respondents, their age ranges (25-16).

2. showed that the majority of the respondents, uneducated are 61%. And

who studied the religious education are 30%. and Basis, are 9%.

3. showed that the majority of the respondents married, by 77%, and

unmarried women 15%.

4. Showed that the majority of the respondents, 94% they explained that the
war was the main reason for their displaced. It also the majority of the

respondents, about, by 70% their time in Khartoum, (8-5 years).

5. Showed that the majority of the respondents, by 93% did not receive any

aid to reach Khartoum.

6. Showed that the majority of the respondents, by 91% there is a difference
between the present-day society and region society. And 53% of them had
faced problems to cope with the current situation, and 32% they faced some

problems in adjusting to the current situation.

7. Showed that the majority of the respondents by 81% pointed that the

situation in Khartoum does not provide them with ways to live patients.

8. Showed that the majority of the respondents, by 87% were employed in
agriculture in the farmer, and 30% of them work and commerce prior to

displacement.

9. Showed that the respondents, by 100% do not work in agriculture. And
who are employed in trade and reached 55%, women who work daily

percentage reached 46%, after displacement.
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10. Showed that the 45% of respondent, the level of their income before
coming to Khartoum was less than 5 pounds, while 17% had incomes of
less than 5 pounds after displacement. And 39% of them ranging between
income (15-5 pounds) before the displacement, while it rose 67% after

displacement.

11. Showed that the 52%, the basic stockholder both women and husbands
prior to displacement, and while 20%, after displacement, and 3% they
explained that women are the basic stockholder of the family prior to

displacement, to 26% after displacement.

The study concluded the following recommendations: -

1. Resettlement of displaced women and their integration in development

projects and livelihoods, especially women Heads her family.

2. Need to focus on displaced people in various regions in which displaced

them and provide the necessary services.

3. The need to provide educational programs to help to improve their socio-

cultural awareness, and rehabilitation for their role as socio-cultural roles.

4. The need to provide the requirements of a decent living through the
provision of sources of employment for the displaced group, especially
women because they become Heads of family, according to the changing

roles.

5. The need to implement programs that seek to eliminate the effects of forced

displacement, especially women.

6. Need to pay attention and work to provide programs that help displaced

women to live in stability.

7. Pay attention to displaced women and promote the socio-economical
aspects of increased attention to the development of capacities in the

economical rule.

8. Work on the implementation of the voluntary repatriation programs for

women with the desire to return after a quite in conditions.
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
