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Abstract

This study handles the role of the Sugar Corporations in
economic and social development, in White Nile State, with focusing
on the role played by Assalaya Sugar Factory, in development. Then
the discussion of the positive and negative aspects of this role.

The study objective is to explore the economic and social change,
which was affected by Assalaya Sugar Factory, in the White Nile State,
and to what extend did this factory succeed in achieving the national
and local objectives.

For the purposes of this study, the social survey method was
adopted for testing the hypothesis contained in the study. A research
sample of 281 workers in Assalaya factory was chosen. Then a
computer analysis was carried out, with the aid of the statistical
programme for social sciences (SPPS) and Chi Square Test .

The study reached several findings, the most important of which are :

1- According to the answers of the research sample, 60% agreed
that the factory provides the health services . Such as public
health and sewerage system. It provides facilities of garbage
disposal for the residents of government houses, but such
services are not available for those who live around the factory.

2- 96% answered that the factory management subsidizer education,
by establishing schools and supplying them with their
requirements.

3- The factory secured 86% of employment opportunities, for all the
citizens in the surrounding areas. It also encourages women
work. So, it is only natural to find that women have promoted
themselves and occupied the highest posts, equal to men, in the

exchange of posts.

The economic conditions of the subjects research individual was
improved by 35.6% after establishment of the factory. The
location of the factory in the White Nile State, had led to the
flourishing of the nearby areas, economically, socially, culturally
and change of the main crafts practiced by the original
inhabitants of the area.

The services offered by the factory, led to raising the standard of
living and to some extend building up a consumers society.

There is a complete satisfaction, of the subjects of the research
community, with 34.5% as far as the cultural. factors drawn from
the cultural environment, because most of them come from
outside the area. This leads to the respect of the culture, customs
and traditions of the original inhabitants in the area. The presence
of the members of the research community, led the development

and promotion of cultural awareness of the original inhabitants.

According the study concluded the following :

The Assalaya factory may play an important role on the rural
development in W.N.S. by maintaining social stability for its
independents by providing the major requirement of rural
development.

Such as the general services of education, women training center,
kinder gardens, and Qura’an khalwas.

Build up co-operative unions for the supply of low price
commodities to consumers.

Support and promote productive family projects.

Facilitate the marketing process of their products to improve
individual income and wider change for employment of

inhabitants .

Accordingly, the study reached the following recommendations :

1- The factory should go in its polices and develop them, because it
made; economic improvement, employment and social services.

2- The encouragement of the citizens who live around the factory
and practice an agricultural work, to join the cultivation of sugar
cane. The management of the factory, them, should purchase this
crop, so that it may contribute in the support of such families, to
raise their standard of living.

3- Giving more care and attention, the environment health and
protective health and the sewerage system, so as to reduce the
outbreak of epidemics and to support the health education and
awareness programmed, in the areas around the factory.

4- We recommended the following study :

a- Study of the peoples with their cattle whom, lives
surrounding the factory and evaluate the impact of the
factory setting.

b- The impact of the factory on the farmers who were
implement agriculture before establishing the factory.
