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ABSTRACTS

This study was an effort to identify opportunities to offer extension by the

universities and the possibility of adapting the approach to the realities of

Sudan administrative system (Federal Government) and the policies of

Higher Education (the proliferation of universities in the 26 states) and their

impact on the application of the approach.

The case study method was used to carry out this research. Twenty

informants were selected using the purposive sampling method. Those

represented: Extension Department, Farms, and farmers at Kokou village.

Moreover, the college of science and technology of animal production of the

Sudan University of Science and Technology was selected as a case.

The data were collected through interviews and a questionnaire. The result

was analyzed and presented using graphs and descriptive statistics.

The main findings of the study included the following:

1- That all extension workers, farmers and the majority of the professors
wanted universities and they felt that extension is among their functions.

2- That the majority of teachers believe that practice of university extension
is through the carried out through support of a guidance, because the
universities have the science and technology.

3- The majority of extension workers believe that the relationship between
the universities and the Extension is the cooperation between the two.

In the light of these findings, the study recommended the following:

1. Educational institutions need to include in their educational process
and examples of scientific realism drawn activities and field
extension.

2. The need for participation and contribution of the rural farmers to the
agricultural extension activities of educational institutions.

3. The need to continue to work to establish links between the
Department of Extension and agricultural research institutions in order
to benefit from their services to achieve the extension.
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
