Where it is included data and
statistics sixteen years, the research problem was in that the external debt at the
present time the biggest challenge for the growth and evolution of the economy
accumulation of foreign debt due to the increasing debt service of payments
increasing the benefits and premiums have led to the shortfall in the payment of such
debt and a debt of the international monetary fund is the biggest debt on Sudan, Sudan
has the application of IMF policies so that they can improve their economic situation,
but the reality showed otherwise as showing the negative effects such as the
continuing rise in prices and the devaluation of currency and other effects which
exacerbated the crisis and it grew from it poor intransigent attitude of Western
countries about the debt crisis, not only in that it did not take action on reducing the
debt crisis, but formed a club of creditors like the Paris club and London club in order
to meet the debtors position of a strong unified, and the objectives of the research, to
identify the initiatives put forward for global debt relief, and look at developments in
the proposed initiatives for the settlement of the debt the world and the role played by
the IMF in Sudan to address the problem of indebtedness of the world and how can
Sudan and third world countries heavily indebted benefit from the resolution

initiatives world debt.

The hypothesis of the research was not leading in the application of economic
conditions on debt reduction of Sudan. Sudan did not benefit from the proposed

initiatives for reducing the burden of debt the most important results has been:

1 - Sudan from countries not eligible to take advantage of the initiatives settlement of
the debts it is low-income countries, which bear the burden of debt is non-viable not
enough even to take full advantage of the traditional mechanisms of rescheduling and

debt reduction.

2 - The study also found that the policy pursued by the Sudan does not lead to a
reduction of loans from the Fund and therefore failed initiative settlement debt the

global so far.



The main recommendations are:

A) Sudan should pursue right policies in order to reach the level of foreign debt
"viable" any level of debt can be served comfortably through export earnings,
aid and capital inflows, while maintaining an appropriate level of imports and

therefore can be applied to resolution initiatives world debt.

B) The State must maintain the stability of the exchange rate and the ability of

building up reserves of foreign exchange so that we can repay loans.
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
