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Abstract

This study aims to evaluate the impact of women
capacity building on the mitigation of the severity of poverty of the

family’s, (Case study Khartoum state). The importance of this study
stems from the importance of women capacity building, to play big
role in socio- economic and political changes.

This study aims to measure the importance of the education,
training and capacity building of women on the mitigation of the

severity of the family s poverty, and the increase of its income, in
the state of Khartoum.

The study depended on the primary and secondary sources, for the
collection of data it adopted the descriptive —statistical analytical
approach, for investigating the impact of education and training of
women, on the curbing of family poverty, through the emphasis of
the impact of training on the increase of income.

The questionnaire, the Interview technique and Observation.

The scientific references, the periodicals, the working papers,
previous studies, the Internet and those which evaluate the
performance of the institutions and the experience of the other states
which have ambitious policies and programmers for the mitigation

of the severity of the poverty of the family'.

The most important findings of the study are represented by
the following:-

- The women's Capacity building, through Education- Training-
Raising Awareness-Employment and absorption leads to the
increase of the family’s income and the mitigation the rate of
poverty amongst the family.

- The women's, capacity building, through financing, institutional
building, and the supporting instruments leads to increase of
family’s income.

- The family’s poverty reflects the negative economic, social, and
psychological, impact which leads to insecurity and threatening of
of the economic, social, psychological peace of the family.



- The women's capacity building and raising the level technical
skills, lead to the mitigation of the severity of the poverty of the
family, in Khartoum state.

- The increase in education and training opportunities improves the
family’s income and reduces poverty in Khartoum state.

- Poverty leads to the non —participation of women, in the social and
political process, design making and the deprivation from human
rights.

The most recommendations, of the study are as follows:

- The activation and improvement of the educational syllabuses,
both quantitatively and qualitatively, and the diffusion of cognitive
awareness, because of the particularity of the role played by
women, to guarantee their economic and social participation.

- To aware and Train women, in the fields which that assist them to
increase their income, in Khartoum state.

- The significance of the element of women’s Participation, as an
original element, in the achievement of development, in setting
polices and design making.

- The activation of the role of the institutions which work-in the
field of the combat of poverty, to reduce the suffering of the poor
families.

- The increase of the specialized institutions, which operate in
weeding poverty, from its roots. .

- The establishment of especial bank, for the poor, (as is shown in
the experience of Bangladesh (Gerameen Bank) the Poor Bank).
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
