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Abstract
The early childhood phase is the formative nucleus of man life upon which

one’s personality components were determined. The family and child nurses
respresent an important aspect of the human personality, as the child is the first
brick in any human building.

Also, animated cartoons represent and important part in the pre-school phase
of education and they greately affect his/her mental and rational activity and stir a
lot of things in the self.

This research represent an outcome of several researches and studies to show
the pre-school educational aspects, the establishment of nurseries as a preliminary
education of this phase the purpose of which is to raise, the child in the Sudan in its
various aspects.

Also, it give the child special knowledge of the concept of the irrational and
non-sensational, and develop into the child the instinct of innovative thinking.
Likewise, we find that child nurseries started with individual efforts without
curriculum or syllabuses or even intellectual, or cultural or religious directives. They
used to learn children some skills beside the ricitation of some chants.

Hence, it is evident from the pre-sixties phase and in its beginning that the pre-
school education had been without objectives and means. Mean while, child has
talents which must beuttilized and to use his senses simultaneously to receive the
piece of information, hearing with the events of voices, looking at colors and forms,

touching course, soft things with protrusions ... etc.



Here, the animated cartoons enter as a strong aid in the instruction and
education, developing the virtuous values through the heroes of the animated
cartoons, as a strong means in education, development of the artistic and literary
taste, and it elevates the taste, sense through the movement, sounds and colored
backgrounds.

The animated cartoons are an important means to convey the messages to
children, developing their capabilities for absorption of the creed principles,
acquaintance with environment and history. Nevertheless, bess admonitions,
directives and orders without illustrating them in a learning and educational methods
always lead to opposite results, and this what was used to be presented through our
Arabic information media in some of the vairous animated cartoons.

This study highlights 8asic traits in the learning of the pre-school children
through their viewing instructional animated cartoons and from the impact of in-
coming animated cartoons of the instruction of the child in the Sudan educationally,
and how to use a learning content of the advanced aid from the aforesaid, the motive
behind the research (The animated cartoons and their impact on the Sudanese
children in the pre-school phase), is that to benefit those who are concerned in the
area of instruction, education, psychology and children nurseries.

The first chapter started with an introduction to the study by illustrating its
importance, objectives and the problem of the study and then the terminologies of
the study. Followed by the second chapter which is the theoretical framework of the
study and acquaintance with what was in the early childhood phase, children
nurseries, the historical background of the child instruction in the Sudan, instruction
of the pre-school phase, discussion of the pre-school phase’s instructional
curriculum, and to know the instructional aids and their role, and the animated
cartoons as an advanced instructional aid, and the impact of the in-coming animated
cartoons on the child instruction in the Sudan, and on the importance of the
television and its role in the transmission of the animated cartoons, and how to
choose an instructional content, the development of children literature books into
instructional programs as animated cartoons and how to design and execute them by
a certain methodology and rules.

As for the third chapter, it tackled the addressing of the methodology of the
study and the procedures which were applied or the child’s nurseries nunies through

the questionaire form which was analysed through the axes that were presented to



the nunies who expressed their opinion, and also the variables of there axes with the

study through constant procedural steps and statistical treatment.

As for the fourth chapter, it consisted of the findings of the study and on

example of a Sudanese tale developed as animated cartoon, and, lastly, the fifth

chapter which consisted of the conclusion recommendations, references and indices.

It worth mentioning that the researcher wanted to include the animated cartoons in

the recommendations for future dissemination.
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
