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Abstract

The objective of this research is to identify the
reality of technical and technological education in
Khartoum State from the point of view of the
workers in the field, through a sample of 100
individuals taken randomly from a number of
vocational centers in Khartoum. The researcher
used the questionnaire which he designed. After
application the data was treated statistically and a
number of results were reached, important of
which are that the testees reply negatively to all
the statements which describe the present reality
of these centers but thy reply positively to the
statements which relect there views about how this
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education should be. But in general this education
is seen to have good quality and positive planning.
The researcher then formed a number of

recommendation for bridging the gab between the

present reality and the expectations for this
important education.
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
