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Abstract

This study considers an extremely important subject.
It is the role of the Chadian poetry in the propagation of
Islam. It is one of the least searched topics this subject.

This subject has come into existence as a result of
the efforts devoted by some professors such as Dr.
Abdalla Hamanalla (Sudanese), Dr. Mohamed Fouzi

(Egyptian) and others.

The study consists of an introduction, an initiation
and four chapters.
