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ABSTRACT

For a family to have an appropriate home that satisfies its needs,
and its ability to own it, is considered a basic matter, and a priority in
the ambitions and forecast of every family. Home is first important step
for the beginning of a family life and its nourishing, it has a positive
effect on the settlement, of the social, and economical status of family.
To own a proper home that satisfies the family needs is costs most of
their income. So it is necessary to lower its expenses to make it possible
for families to own their buildings, especially low income families.

With the progress achieved in the twentieth centaury and the high
level of technology, still the availability of homes for all is a problem.
People starts moving towards the centers to get better life, leads to
increasing number of population more than what is accommodated for.
Khartoum is a good example for this, where the plans of the authorities
failed to provide homes for all citizens, lands are provided, but most of
those who owned these lands didn’t manage to build it due to their low
income.

To solve this problem, modern methods are to be introduced to
the system of planning housing sector, such as value management,
which is considered one of the best methods to increase quality of a
product with less expense. Hence increase in the design efficiency at the
different stages of the project, beside providing the needs and
anticipations of the residents without affecting the level of the quality of
the building and its essential factors, plus lowering the cost by
organizing the available resources, such as land money, time, designer,
contractor, etc

In this research a details of low cost housing is studied with the
possibility of raising the quality of the house and lowering its cost using
value management. The research contents five chapters: the first
chapter is the introduction and the definition of the problem. The
second chapter is defining different theory of managements, such as
value management and the factors affecting the future of housing and
the need for low cost housing as a substitute for solving the housing
problems. The third chapter, is left for the similar studies from abroad
countries; besides the summary of international experience, and
discusses the factors that lead to Affordable Dwelling. The case study is
presented in the fourth chapter with the analysis of the questionnaire



distributed in Khartoum. Finally, conclusion and recommendations in
the fifth chapter.
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
