Ibn-Al-Qayyim Al-Jawzia was born during the
mukluks dynasty in Damascus in 691 A.H. He was
brought up in educated and religious family, he
was influenced by scholars of his epoch, and he
was broad-minded, knowledgeable and deeply
cultured. He wrote many books in various topics
that shows clearly how vast knowledge and wide
experience he possessed, he also taught many
.scholars of his age

The importance of this study stems from the
fact that, many people knew little about imam
literary works and his contribution to the Islamic
literature. The study examined the artistic images
of his literature, and to what extent he benefited
from the Holy Quran and Sunna. It is clear to
mention that few literary studies had been
.conducted on his work

This study aims to investigate Ibn-Al-Qayyim
Al-Jawzia literary work in both poetry and prose,
because some people knew little about his literary
.works

The study has adopted the historical and
descriptive analytical method in order to achieve

Ibn-Al-Qayyim was brought up in religious and

This has been reflected in
his literary works. Hence, the impact of his Islamic
education has been clearly manifested his literary
work. He was very précised in selecting his
suitable lexicon for his poetry work; he also
maintained his good wording and elogquence. He
was at both poetry and prose. He learned the Holy
Quran by heart. He has also mastered Hadith, Figh
and Arabic language. Holy Quran is considered
his main source of his culture. And the impact of
his culture has been clearly depicted in his poetry
and prose since most of his lexical items in his
literary works are taken from Quran. As he was a
preacher he Endeavour to use his poetry in
preaching Islam - which is considered as essential
.part of people’s life

He was the first poet to lay a corner stone of
Islamic poetry, which portrays life, man and
.universe from Islamic prospective

The study has come up with the following
recommendation encouraging researchers and
poet to investigate Arabic poetry from Islamic
perspective, organizing literary competition,
giving awards to encourage researchers and poets
working in this field, paying more attention to Ibn-
Al-Qaim’s poetry and prose and disseminating it
though the mass media, adopting part of it as a
part of curriculum, and to make people more
knowledgeable about him, particularly in the field
of literature.
