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Abstract



The research studies and analyses the issue of the
intermarriage as a subject which is being tackled by the
francophone African literature through the model of (scarlet song
novel) UN Chant ecarlate novel written by the Senegalese author
Mariama Ba. The events of the novel develop around

unsuccessful experience of intermarriage.

The study uses analytical descriptive approach. However it
begins by a background about the Senegal as a state in addition
to a summary for the intermarriage story which reflects the
autobiography of the writer. The study contains an analysis for
the reasons behind the failure of the intermarriage as well as a

discussion and analysis for the objectives and style of the writer.

The novel concludes that all the difficulties that face
intermarriage result from unawareness of the couple about the
consequences of the difference on their marriage. These
dissimilarities could be religious, racial, cultural or linguistic.
Moreover, they even do not know the effects of these differences
on the success or failure of this experience. There is also the
issue of adaptation to the new environment with all these
differences beside the hatreds which is resulted from colonialism
and racial segregation. The parents also contribute to the failure
of this marriage by rejecting it and do not give their son or
daughter freedom to choose his or her spouse.

Finally, the writer concluded that the success of the

intermarriage depends on the full awareness of the couple about



the differences between them, and realize that anyone of them
complements the other one and they have to throw out
intolerance and to respect the culture of the other.
