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Abstract

This research includes a translation of the last four
chapters of the book "Understanding the Law" by
Geoffrey Rivlin. The first chapter is about the dangerous
drugs. It deals with those drugs that have been defined
by Act of Parliament as "dangerous or otherwise
harmful drugs". It tackles the classification of
dangerous drugs, their medical effects and dependence
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and possible effects of involvement with dangerous
drugs, sentencing in drugs cases and drugs treatment
and testing orders.

The second chapter tackles the animals, their
protection, the protection of people from them,
naturally dangerous and naturally harmless animals. In
addition to the vicious animals and dogs.

The third chapter discusses laws around the world
which includes the community law, international law,
the United Nations, International Court of Justice,
International Human Rights and the new International
Criminal Court. Also, it tackles the case of general
Pinochet - part 2 and the Lockerbie trial. In addition to
the environment, the Ilaws of nations, capital
punishment and religions around the world.

The fourth chapter deals with some interesting
cases. They are a mixture of civil and criminal cases
and they are a varied selection so as to give the reader
an idea of how the courts have to deal with different
aspects of our lives. Some of these may be rather old,
but they have been chosen because of their particular
interest, or because they are still very relevant to the
law as it is today. It is still quite common for nineteenth
-century statutes, and cases heard within the last
hundred years, to be quoted in the courts.
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
