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Abstract

The peace deal signed in Nairobi on 9 January 2005 by the Sudanese government and
the Sudan People’s Liberation Movement put an end to more than two decades of
civil war in the country. The United Nations family in Nairobi is proud to have played
a leading role in including the peace process by hosting an exceptional meeting of the
United Nations Security Council in November 2004, which facilitated negotiations
that led to a Comprehensive Peace Agreement reached in early 2005.

The Government of the National Unity and that of Southern Sudan requested UNEP

to conduct an environmental assessment of the country in order to evaluate the state of

Sudan’s environment and identify the key environmental challenges ahead. The goal

of the UNEP assessment was accordingly to develop a solid technical basis for
medium-term corrective action in the field of environmental protection and
sustainable development.

UNEP issued this book (Sudan post-conflict Environmental Assessment) in June 2007
which consists of 15 chapters. The book goal is to assess the environmental
challenges facing Sudan. It presents the findings and its analysis by shedding light on
the Sudanese environment, and putting recommendations for the major cross-cutting
issues of climate change, desertification, conflict and population displacement.

In this book UNEP has shown clearly that peace and people's livelihoods in Sudan are
inextricably linked to the environmental challenge, the environmental degradation can
contribute to the continuation of the conflict
