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Abstract

Study examined the impact of funding of oil export sector on
the development of Sudanese non - oil exports . The problem



of the study was represented the focusing on petroleum and
neglecting the non - petroleum exports led to significant
deterioration is this sector , which reflected in the poor
growth in it in spite of its importance . the non oil export
faced many problems , including lack of granted funding ,
high financing and production costs , in addition to the
complexity of the procedure of granted funding and focusing
funding on certain sectors .

The study aimed to describe the impact increased funding for
non oil exports on the development of sector non oil exports
Sudan and to determine the relationship between the volume
of credit granted and the size of non - oil exports and the
ways by which the financing of non - oil petroleum exports .
To achieve the objectives of the study a number of
hypotheses have been formulated :-

Firstly high costs of financing, production, fees and levies
have no significant effect of the on the size of the Sudanese
non oil export. Secondly complexity of procedures for the
granting has no significant effect on the size of Sudanese non
- oil exports .thirdly amount of funding granted has no
significant effect on the size of Sudanese non - oil exports .
fourthly concentration of funding granted has no significant
effect on the size Sudanese non oil exports .

The study followed the analytical descriptive method .

The study concluded a set of conclusions and
recommendations, as fellow :-

Firstly high cost of finance , production , duties and levies
have a significant effect on the size of Sudanese non oil
exports. Secondly complexity of procedures for the granted
funding has a significant effect on the size of Sudanese non -
oil exports. Thirdly amount of granted funding has a
significant effect on the size of Sudanese non - oil exports .
fourthly concentration of granted funding has a significant
effect on the size of Sudanese non - oil exports .

Recommendations :-
Firstly competent authorities : act to reduce financing costs ,
fees and levies in order to promote and increase the size of
Sudanese non - oil exports . secondly who funding export : to



facilitate and simplify procedures in order to develop non - oil
export . thirdly : to increase the proportion of funding granted
to the sector of non - oil exports in order to increase the size
of non petroleum exports . fourthly competent authorities of
funding : not to focus on a particular sector more than non -
oil exports sector .
