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Abstract



The present study was carried out to investigate the Arabic
language variety in south-east Butana and in the rural area of Chad from
syntax point of view. The researcher focuses on word formation pattern
only. The research described the geographical location of Chad and the
geological formation like mountains, rivers and rain seasons.
