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Abstract

The research dealt with the Sound Systems of Arabic and Bani Amir
language. It aims to study the two languages “Arabic and Tigri “in sound and
to identify these sound and their effect in the denotation of meaning.

This research has additional importance because Bani Amir language
“Tigr1” is semantic language and this topic is regarded as new and it is not
studied in comprehensive way before.

The study aims to investigate the effect of sound in the denotation of
meaning in the two languages and the extent of Arabic language effect in
Bani Amir language. The method which is followed as data collection tool is
interview.

The interviewees who speak Arabic were chosen from Bani Amir tribe.
The researcher used cassettes to record the interviews them and extracted and
elicited the sound characteristics in Bani Amir language. The researcher has
found out that the sound effects in the denotation of meaning in two
languages and this appears when we change the voiced and voiceless sounds



and the two languages are similar to great extent in the denotation of
substantive.

Moreover some of sound phenomena play significance role in the
denotation of meaning in the two languages and this can be example in stress
and intonation.
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
