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Abstract

This study is a comparison between the methods of Ibn Usfoor
and Ibn Husham in interpretation of (ALJumal) a book by AL zajjaji.
It comprises four chapters preceded by an introduction and
foreword, and is followed by a conclusion. The first chapter is a
historical background introducing ALzajjaji, Ibn Usfoor and Ibn
Husham, their upbringing, their scholars and students and their
authorship and their general methods in Grammar.

Chapter Two is devoted for analytic study of the methodology
of Ibn Usfoor and Ibn Husham in the explanation of (ALJumal) this
study includes the principles of Grammar which are hearing,
measuring and reasoning. A comparison is made between
grammatical terminology of Ibn Usfoor and Ibn Husham in the
context of their interpretations of the book, (ALJumal). A balance is
made up between the two methodologies.

In chapter three a comparison and contrast is made in the
grammatical issues. A study is made in the grammatical models used
by both Ibn Usfoor and Ibn Husham. They are taken from the Holy
Quran and Arabic poetry and prose. Study is also made in the point
of view of both interpreters towards the Boundaries and definitions.
Then a balance is made between their methods.

Chapter four is comparison and contrast between the
morphological problems. The points of views of both towards the
grammatical schools are explained. These grammatical schools are
Basarian, Kufian and Bughdadian, Their points of view towards
some grammatical pillars such as Sibaweihi, Abu Ali ElFarisi,
ALMubbarad, ALKissaie, ALsuyuti and others are also made clear.
Then an analytic balance between the two methods is also made.
The study depends on descriptive analytic method because it is in a
whole is but a description and analysis of the styles and
methodology of Ibn Usfoor and Ibn Husham in their interpretation of
the book (ALJumal) of ALzajjaji.

The study touches some other methods for the sake of a perfect
benefit. Then the study ends, with a conclusion in which the most
important findings are mentioned.
