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Abstract

The topic of this research investigates the rhetorical language from
Jahilia up to the end of Umayah era on two levels, that is, morphological
and inflectional. This study aims at highlighting the linguistic value and
the structure of the rhetorical texts and the changes which have subjected
to in the period between the two eras. The study adopted a descriptive
method which is based on analysing and comparing between linguistic
structures and forms in order to handle the rhetorical language in the
language class. The study is limited to the end of umayah era, the Arabia
peninsula and what has been documented of rhetorics that were agreed
upon.

The study discussed the term of rhetoric in the two eras, the
principles and concepts that are related to it, derivations such as active
participle, passive participle, exaggeration form and affixations.

The study also tackled the linguistic structures in the two eras, as
well as forms and inflectional morphemes.

The study has revealed the linguistic structures in the two eras with
the nominal sentences in the study sample taken analyised based on
Chomsky theory in its initial stage, revealing the hidden and visible
sentence, and this theory based on subject and subject predicate to
highlight the linguistic phenomena that can be investigated in rhetorical
language as departed in the structures particularly in (ordering, deletion,
affixation).

The study has arrived at a number of findings such as: the chosen
sample of rhetoric language contains a lot of inflectional elements that
help in the construction of new words from the stem (root word) through

derivation. These elements are either prefixes or suffixes or infixes.



It has been realized that there is a change of meaning through
inflection, the most common forms in Jahilia era is over statement of the
Agent noun and the least is "Essm El Haiah". However, the study has
shown that the simple nominal sentences consist of nominal expression
which determines the function of subject complement (predicate).

The study has recommended that researches should be conducted
to investigate the semantic and phonetic aspects as well as the virtual

sentences so as to cover all the morphological and inflectional forms.
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
