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ABSTRACT

Pre-Islamic era is the source, which poets and writers
have been drawing from, because it is the source, in
which they found what they desired. It is an inexhaustible
source, because its poetry is about wars and alliances. It
is also about the gentlemen and rulers; wise men, and
fortune-tellers; beliefs, values and norms.

The poets portrayed all that in a unique formulation of
an individual or group specificity under the norms and
values imposed by the tribe.

Therefore, the research is intended to identify those
values that prevailed in pre-Islamic society under the Title:

“The social values in pre-Islamic poetry”.




The research is based on the analytical descriptive
approach. It explained the search terms used (ignorance,
tribe, and community) with reference to the pre-Islamic era
in general including the political, social, religious, and
economic aspects.

Then the researcher considers poetry, which
represents a form of awareness in “the society of
ignorance”. It was an effective element that presented live,
valuable experiences in establishing and consolidating the
values of the tribal society; which varied both positively
and negatively depending on the traditions and customs of
the tribe. Accordingly, poets received high status within the
tribes and outside them. However, there is a breach by
some poets of those customs and laws imposed by the
tribes on the tribesmen. Those poets formed groups
known as tramp poets, who were characterized by
courage, boldness, and strength of the body. They
therefore produced poetry representative of their mental
and physical lives to deal with 60" the tribes expelled
them, and those accommodated them.

This research ended up with the conclusion that the
marriage between the old and the modern literary tradition
is one of the necessities that the researchers should strive

to make because taking from tradition does not deny the




greatness of a poet. Finally, it recommends uncovering all

stylistic values in pre-Islamic poetry.
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
