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ABSTRACT

This research deals with impact of the Sudanese banking reform policies on the
resources of the Sudanese banks sector under the international competition
through an analytical study covering the resources of the Sudanese banking system
and the foreign banks working in the Sudan. It equally deals with the world's
banks status from 2000 to 2005. The research aims at shedding some light on the
Basle Agreement and its implementation mechanisms in addition to identifying the
agreements relating to the liberalization of the banking systems' services . The
study assesses the impact of the reform policies on the resources of the Sudanese
banking system in order to face the international competition through the analysis
of the resources of the Sudanese banking system and the efficiency of its capitals.
The research hypothesis is based on the fact that the Sudanese banks have always
been exerting efforts to abide by the restructuring program which lead to
increasing their internal resources compared to their counterparts. More over the
investment deposits exceed the current accounts deposits. The Sudanese banking
systems' internal resources are quite limited compared to the capitals of
international banks.

Depending on the historical and analytical approach the research has come up with
a number of conclusions, the most important of which is the reform policies
adopted by the central bank which have positively impacted the financial position
of the Sudanese banking system. The volume of the current deposits was greater
than that of the investments' deposits. The research equally, concluded that the
financial positions of the international banks compared to the Sudanese banking
system was stronger .

The research also came up with a number of conclusions and recommendations the
most important of which is to establish new banking units and reinforcing their
financial positions by increasing their capitals as well as providing a technological
infrastructure for the Sudanese banking system in addition to reactivating the role
of the stock exchange markets and encouraging the Sudanese banks to open new
investment companies.
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
