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ABSTRACT

Non-Banks financial institutions play an ever more important
role in the economic system, they play integral part in attracting
savings and provide those who have deficits (both individuals and
organizations) with the required finance, and thus, they are
considered the complimentary element for the banking institutions.

In same situations they can perform more than banks can do,
for the large amounts capital they posses and the flexible rules and
regulations they follow, the research reached to fact that the ratio
of the NBFIs investment is very big. There are models of
supervision: Singular Regulator and Multi-regulator and Sudan
choose the second one as the supervision of bank of Sudan and
ministry of finance and other specialized organizations

In this manner the central bank’s supervision over their
activities 1s extremely important, because for the great effects they
have upon the execution of the monetary policy.

Even though the reality reveals that the supervision of the
central bank of Sudan over these institutions is very weak, that is
inspite of the clear clause mentioned in the central bank of Sudan
lows and regulations which give the central bank the ultimate
rights of supervision. This is attributed merely to the lack of co
ordination between the deferent supervisory authorities;
furthermore the central bank of Sudan does not properly
implement the rules in away that let all the financial institutions
subdue to its control as the top monetary authority in the Sudan,
and it has to carry out the monetary policy in such a manner that
efficiently realize the required economic objectives but really when
we questionnaired the employees in the general banking control
administration we have found that the 71% of them said that the
central bank of Sudan control on the non- banking institutions is
weak and ineffective .
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
