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Abstract

This study explain the social impacts of IMF policies executed in
Sudan during the period 1990-2005, and addresses to four main
objectives which are ;-

1- To know the IMF policies and measurement of its social impacts.

2- The socio-economic developments took place in Sudan after the
application of the IMF policies.

3- The IMF role for the development of the Third World Countries
and Sudan. And is there actually an obvious tangible social
development?

4- How Sudan and the Third World Countries make use of the IMF
assistances and facilities without negative social impacts.



Also this study objectives to shed light on the IMF policies and are

its executed programs suit those countries?

This research confirmed the validity of the study hypothesis and the most
important one is the hypothesis which shows that the adoption of Sudan
to the IMF policies, proposals and programs had negative impacts on
the socio-economic developmen.

The researcher used the historical analytical and the statistical
scientific methodologies, the study divided into a preface and five
chapters.

The preface explain the introduction, importance of the research,
the research problem, the hypothesis, its objectives, the method research
and the research plan.

Chapter One includes the historical and theoretical sides, the
international economical situation before the establishment of the IMF
and the causes that let to the information of Briton Woods Institution.

The Second Chapter deals with the IMF objectives, its means and
programs. And it became obvious that the IMF is important as one of the
significant mechanisms that controls, organizes the international
monetary markets, and keeps the exchange rates of the currencies, but
even it issues the assessment certificates for the economical situations of
the countries, in additional to the institutions affiliated to the IMF, how
the IMF works, its framework and management, the borrowing tools and
their development and its relation with the World Bank and its other
international institutions.

In the Third Chapter the research treats the relation of Sudan with
the IMF and its policies towards the underdeveloped countries, and the
explanation of their reached condition of isolation, marginalization and
retreat within the great changes that the world witness of revolution in
technology, information, telecommunications, the economic and regional

agglomerations, and the monopoly of the great trans-continental



companies to the greater portion of the economic activity within the

severe competition which the globalization world made it a must.
In Chapter Four the researcher used the econometrics to be sure of the
results of the Third Chapter which its result confirmed the validity of

the study hypothesis, then explain the policies and the programs
made by the state to alleviate the intensity of these negative impacts due
to the execution of the IMF policies, which were represented in the social
protection and social care of direct support to the community All these
institutions played a good role but they were weak to carry the burden of
the responsibility, and not escorting the development and the endeavor
for the treatment of the discharges.

The Fifth Chapter comprises the reached results, and the most
important result is that: The great increase in the national income and in
the GNP has no obvious impact on the majority of the people categories,
but the poverty increased and a great number of citizens are living below
the poverty line and that is due to the bad distribution of the national
income and the GNP, whereas the production started to be concentrated
in meeting the demands of the rich people.

From the most important results is to have full concern about the
systems of social security, social care, social development and the social
equity, and their reformation has a social and valuable concept and reflect
the principles and bases that the community and the state be in agreement
with.after that sources & appendix .
